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Groundnut (Arachishypogaea L.) is an important oilseed crop in India which occupies
first in terms of area and second position in terms of production. China is the largest producer as
well as consumer of groundnut in the world with 166.24 lakh tonnes followed by India (68.57
lakh tonnes), Nigeria (30.28 lakh tonnes) and United States (25.78lakh tonnes). According to the
3" Advance Estimates of production of major crops, groundnut production is estimated at 65.02
lakh tonnes for both kharif and rabi 2018-109.
