During last three days heavy rains at isolated places and light to moderate rains occurred

at few places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged
between 18-29°C and 05-18°C respectively. As per the forecast received from Meteorological
Centre, Hyderabad, dry weather may prevail over different parts of the State during next five

days.

The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 28-34°C and

15-22°C, respectively.

Prevailing low temperatures may cause cold injury in rice nurseries. To overcome cold injury
and for better nursery growth, adopt the following measures.
- Cover the nursery beds with polythene sheet during night and remove in the morning.

- lIrrigate the nursery bed every day in the evening and let out the water in the morning.
- Apply 2 kg urea for 200 m? nursery area at 10-15 days after sowing.

Apply Carbofuran 3G @ 1 kg/200 sqg.m (5 cents) to rice nurseries one week before pulling
nursery.

Incidence of Fall Armyworm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Rabi Maize crop. To

control,

— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jiggery + 2-3 liters of water;
keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100 g Thiodicarb just half an hour
before the application in the field). The bait application should be done into the whorl of
the plant.

— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g/liter (@80g/acre) or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml
(@60ml/acre) per liter of water into the whorl of the plant.

Incidence of shoot borer is noticed in maize. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.0 ml or

Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water at 10-15 days after sowing. If crop is at 25-30 days

stage apply Carbofuran 3G granules @ 3-4 kgs per acre in leaf whorls.

Grapes

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Anthracnose in grapes,
control it by spraying Propineb @ 3 g per liter of water within 20 days after pruning.

The incidence of Flea Beetle is noticed in grapes, control it by spraying Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5
ml per liter of water.



Prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in grapes.
Monitor the pest, if noticed control it by spraying Fipronil @ 2 ml per liter of water.

Mango

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Scales in Mango. To control
spray Acephate @ 2.59 per liter of water.

Citrus

Prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Mites in Citrus. To control,
spray Propargite @ 3.0 ml per liter of water.

Guava

Incidence of fruit fly was noticed in Guava. To control, arrange pheromone traps 4-5 per
acre.

Chillies

If incidence of Thrips and Mites are noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Diafenthiuron @
1.5 g or Chlorfenapyr @ 2 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Flower Midge in Chillies. To
control, spray Triazophos @ 1.5 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

The prolonged dry weather is congenial for incidence of Fusarium wilt in Chillies. To
control, soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of
water.

The prevailing weather conditions are congenial for spread of viral diseases in Chillies. To
control, take up sucking pest management.

Vegetables

The prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for incidence of sucking pests in
vegetables. To control, spray Fipronil @ 2ml or Thiomethoxim @ 0.3g per litre of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Shoot & Fruit Borer in
Brinjal. To control, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.2ml per liter of
water two times at weekly interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit Fly in gourds. To
control, arrange pheromone traps (Q lure) 4-5 per acre.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Blight disease in
Tomato. To control, spray Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water
twice at 15 days interval.

Incidence of Helicoverpa in late planted Kharif Tomato was noticed. To control, spray
Novaluron @ 1.25 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in Tomato. Monitor
the pest, if noticed control it by spraying Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry,
- ET, sheep pox in sheep
- Foot and Mouth diseases in Cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the diseases,
vaccinate the animals.
