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WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE
PERIOD ENDING 10.07.2019 (Till Wednesday morning)

During last three days light to moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts
of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 28-37°C and 21-27°C
respectively. As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to
moderate rains may occur at many places over different parts of the State during next five days.
The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29-39°C and 23-29°C
respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

e Sow the Redgram as intercrop in Cotton or Maize.

e Sow the crops like Maize, Soybean etc., in ridge and furrow method.

e Take-up sowing of the paddy nurseries of Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) rice from 10"
July.

e Do not sow Cotton and Soybean in light soils under rainfed conditions.

e Don’t sow the Maize crop in light soils under rainfed conditions in South Telangana
Districts.

e Take up rice nurseries of medium duration varieties duly treating with Carbendazim @ 1 g
or Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per kg of seed.

e Sow the Soybean after seed treatment with Carbendazim @ 2.5 g and Carbosulfan @ 30 g
per kg of seed.

Vegetables
e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate
@ 1.5 g per litre of water.
e Take-up direct sowing of Gourds, Beans and Bhendi wherever irrigation facility is available.
