WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE
PERIOD ENDING 02.10.2019 (Till Wednesday morning)

During last three days heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains

occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 28-34°C and 20-25°C respectively. As per the forecast received
from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains may occur at many places over
different parts of the State during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are
likely to range between 29-33°C and 20-25°C respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

Rice

Cotton

Maize

Soybean

In view of rainfall forecast for the next five days take up top dressing of fertilizers in
rainfed crops only after cessation of rains.

Drain out the excess water from the fields of rainfed crops wherever heavy rainfall
received.

Take up sowing of Rabi Redgram, Groundnut and Castor under irrigated situation.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BPH in rice. Monitor the
pest if noticed control it by spraying Acephate @ 1.5 g or Buprofezin @ 1.6 ml per liter of
water.

To prevent sucking pests in cotton, apply Monocrotophos and water in 1:4 ratio with a soft
brush on tender part of the stem for 60 days old crop.

Incidence of sucking pests is noticed in Cotton. To control, spray Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or
Thiomethoxim 0.2 g or Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Spodoptera in Cotton. If
noticed control it by spraying Thiodicarb @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

Incidence of Fall army worm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Maize crop. To
control,

— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jaggery + 2-3 liters of water;
keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100 g Thiodicarb just half an hour
before the application in the field). The bait application should be done into the whorl of
the plant.

— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml per liter of water into
the whorl of the plant.

The incidence of Spodoptera is noticed. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or
Novaluron @ 1 ml or Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g per liter of water.

The incidence of Sucking pests, Jassids and White fly are noticed in Soybean. To control,
spray Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water.



Castor
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of gray mold. To control,
spray Carbendazim @ 1g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per litre of water by wetting all the
plant parts 6-8 hours before occurrence of rains and after 6-8 hours of cessation of rains as
a prophylactic measure.

Vegetables
e If the incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or

Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.
¢ Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,
— Installation of pheromone traps to monitor the fruit and shoot borer
— Clip the infested shoots and destroy
— Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of water
o |f the incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in vegetable crops. To control, spray Novaluron @
1.25 ml per liter of water.
