WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE

PERIOD ENDING 28.04.2019 (Till Sunday morning)

During last three days moderate to heavy rains occurred at few places and light to

moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 36-41°C and 20-30°C respectively. As per the forecast
received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, mainly dry weather may prevail over different
parts of the state during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to
range between 35-43°C and 21-28°C, respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

Mango

Prevent fruit drop in mango by spraying NAA @ 0.25 ml per liter twice at 15 days interval.
Improve fruit size in mango by spraying 13-0-45 @ 10g per liter + Boron @ 1.25 g per liter
of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Powdery Mildew in Mango.
If noticed, control it by spraying Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or Hexaconazole @ 2ml per liter of
water.

Chillies

If incidence of Thrips and Mites are noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Diafenthiuron @
1.5 g or Chlorfenapyr @ 2 ml per liter of water.

The prevailing weather conditions are favorable for the incidence of Powdery Mildew
diseases in Chillies. To Control, Spray Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or Dinocap @ 1 ml or
Azoxystrobin @ 1 ml or Myclobutanil @ 0.4 g per liter of water.

Vegetables

The prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for incidence of sucking pests in
vegetables. To control, spray Fipronil @ 2ml or Thiomethoxim @ 0.3g per litre of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Shoot & Fruit Borer in
Brinjal. To control, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.2ml per liter of
water two times at weekly interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in Tomato. Monitor
the pest, if noticed control it by spraying Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter of water.



Poultry

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet disease in poultry.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.

e To protect the poultry birds arrange fans and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy
straw and arrange sprinklers. Feed with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide

cool water for drinking.
