WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE

PERIOD ENDING 12.06.2019 (Till Wednesday morning)

During last three days light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different
parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 36-45°C and
23-31°C respectively. As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light
to moderate rains may occur at isolated places over different parts of Telangana during next five
days. Heat wave conditions very likely to prevail at isolated places over North Telangana during
the next three days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 36-
50°C and 25-33°C, respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES
e Don't take-up the sowing of rainfed crops by utilizing the recent rains as these are pre-

monsoon showers. By taking advantage of these rains land preparation may be done to sow
the crops.

e Procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of rained crops.

e Take-up sowing of rainfed crops like Soybean, Jowar, Maize, Redgram, Greengram, Cotton
etc., only after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm in
heavy soils or the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after onset of South-West monsoon
rains.

e By taking advantage of rains, take-up sowing of Sunhemp and Dhaincha as in-situ green
manure crop preceding rice. Sow greengram as catch crop preceding rice depending on the
availability of water.

e Procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of rained crops.

e Don’t sow the paddy nurseries using Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) in the month of June.

Vegetables
e The prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for incidence of sucking pests in

vegetables. To control, spray Fipronil @ 2ml or Thiomethoxim @ 0.3g per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Shoot & Fruit Borer in
Brinjal. To control, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.2ml per liter of
water two times at weekly interval.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in Tomato. Monitor
the pest, if noticed control it by spraying Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter of water.

Sweet Orange & Acid Lime
e Dig pits of 1m x 1m size with 6m x 6m spacing for planting sweet orange and acid lime.



Poultry
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet disease in poultry.

To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.

e To protect the poultry birds arrange fans and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy
straw and arrange sprinklers. Feed with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide
cool water for drinking.
