WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE

PERIOD ENDING 26.08.2020 (Till Wednesday morning)

During the last three days extremely heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to

moderate rains occurred at most places over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 24-33°C and 17-24°C respectively. As per the forecast
received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains may occur at many
places over different parts of the state during the next five days and Region is likely to
receive below normal rainfall during subsequent one week 26 August - 1 September. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 25-33°C and 20-24°C
respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

Rice

Drain out excess water from the fields of rainfed crops wherever heavy rainfall received.

Drain out excess water in the paddy fields.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Bacterial Leaf Blight in
rice. To control the spread of the disease, spray Agrimycin @ 0.4 g or Plantomycin @ 0.2 g
per liter of water.
Apply Carbofuran 3G @ 1 kg/200 sqg.m. (5 cents) to rice nurseries one week before pulling
nursery.
Take up transplanting of rice in East-West direction with 20 cm alleyways at 2 m interval to
minimize the incidence of BPH during the crop season.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Hispa and Stem borer in
rice. If incidence is noticed, to control
Hispa
= Spray Profenophos @ 2ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.
Stem Borer
= Apply Carbofuran 3G @ 10kg or Phorate @ 4 kg per acre at 15-20 days after
transplanting.
Preharvest germination of seeds is observed in Greengram. Hence, incorporate the crop into
the soil as green manure and take up sowing of rice by direct seeding or with drum seeder.
= |In direct seeding of rice, 10-15 kg seed is soaked in water for 24 hours and then
incubated for germination.
= In Drum seeder method, seed is soaked for 12 hours in one liter water with
Carbendazim @ 1 g and then incubated for 24 hours. The slightly germinated seeds
should be used for drum seeding.



Maize
e Incidence of Fall army worm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Maize crop. To control,

— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jaggery + 2-3 liters of water;
keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100 g Thiodicarb just half an hour
before the application in the field). The bait application should be done into the whorl
of the plant.

— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml per liter of water
into the whorl of the plant.

e Top dressing of Urea @ 30 kg per acre and MOP @ 15 kg per acre may be taken up after

cessation of rains.
e Incidence of Erwinia Rot is noticed in Maize crop. To control, spread Neem Cake @ 100 kg
per acre and Bleaching powder @ 4 kg per acre uniformly over the field.

Cotton

e Prevailing continuous rains and cloudy weather is congenial for incidence of wilt in cotton.
To control, soil drenching Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per litre of water.
Prevailing continuous rains and cloudy weather is congenial for incidence of Black Arm
disease in cotton. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g and Plantomycin @ 1 g
per 10 litre of water.
Incidence of Pink Boll Warm is noticed in Cotton. To monitor install 4 Pheromone traps per
acre and control measures may be taken up after observing 7-8 adults insects for consecutive
three days. To control, spray Thiodicarb @ 1.5 g or Chlorpyriphos @ 2 ml per liter of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf spot and Sucking Pests
in cotton. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g and Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water.
To prevent square and flower drop in cotton, spray Planofix @ 2 ml per 10 liter of water
twice at 10 days interval.
In view of available soil moisture, go for top dressing of Urea @ 35 kg per acre and MOP @
10 kg per acre and spray Multi-K @ 10 g per liter of water.

Redgram
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Phytophthora Wilt in Redgram.
To control, soil drenching with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.
¢ Incidence of Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Redgram. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1
g per liter of water.
e Spray Multi K @ 10 g per liter of water after cessation of rains.
Soybean

e Spray Multi K @ 10 g per liter of water after cessation of rains.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Spot disease in
Soybean. To control, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per liter of water.
Vegetables

e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate
@ 1.5 g per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Leaf Spot diseases in
Vegetables. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per liter of
water twice at 15 days interval.



Cattle and buffaloes
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET, sheep pox and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To
prevent the diseases, vaccinate the animals
