Weather details of past 3 days:

During the last three days light rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 36-41°C and 17-25°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, mainly dry weather
may prevail over different parts of the State during next five days. The maximum and
minimum temperatures are likely to range between 38-43°C and 20-27°C respectively.

Warnings:

Heat wave conditions likely to occur at isolated pockets in the districts Adilabad,
Kumarambheem_Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Siricilla,
Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal Urban, Warangal Rural, Jangaon,
Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet and Jogulamba Gadwal of
Telangana during next three days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Rice:

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in rice.
Monitor the incidence of the disease and if noticed, spray Tricyclazole @ 0.5 g or
Isoprothiolane @ 0.5 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.

e Incidence of Stem borer is noticed in rice. To control apply Carbofuran 3G @
10kg or Chlorantraniliprole @ 4 kg per acre.

Blast disease in Rice




Maize:
e Incidence of Fall Armyworm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Rabi Maize
crop. To control,

— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jiggery + 2-3 liters
of water; keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100 g Thiodicarb
just half an hour before the application in the field). The bait application
should be done into the whorl of the plant.

— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g/liter (@80g/acre) or Chlorantriniliprole
@ 0.3 ml (@60ml/acre) per liter of water into the whorl of the plant.

Fall Army Worm in Maize

Groundnut:
e Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray Novaluron @
1.0 ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of Tikka leaf spot disease in groundnut is noticed. To control, spray
Tebuconazole @ 1.0 ml per liter of water.

Vegetables:
e If the incidence of sucking pests is noticed in vegetables. To control, spray
Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.
Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,
— Installation of pheromone traps to monitor the fruit and shoot borer
— Clip the infested shoots and destroy
— Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of water
e If the incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in vegetable crops. To control, spray
Novaluron @ 1.25 ml per liter of water.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Cercospora leaf

spot disease in Chillies. To control, spray Carbendazim+Mancozeb @ 0.3 ml per
liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of bacterial leaf
spot disease in Chillies. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g +
Plantomycin @ 1 g in 10 liters of water twice in weekly interval.

e If incidence of thrips is noticed in Chillies, to control spray Spinosad @ 0.3 ml per
liter of water.

Mango:
e Fruit drop is noticed in Mango. To control spray Naphthalene acetic acid @2ml per
10 litre water twice in 15 days interval.
e Incidence of Hoppers, Mealy Bugs and Scale Insects are noticed in Mango. To

control, spray Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml + Neem oil @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Livestock and Poultry:
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet

disease in poultry, ET, sheep pox and PPR in Sheep. To prevent the diseases,

vaccinate the animals.
