FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 24.07.2021 (Saturday) TO 28.07.2021 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days heavy rains at isolated places and light to moderate rains

occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 23-36°C and 19-24°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, heavy rains at

isolated places and light to moderate rains very likely to occur at many places over
different parts of the State during next five days. The maximum and minimum
temperatures are likely to range between 24-33°C and 19-24°C respectively.

Warning:
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightening and heavy rains very likely to occur at
many places over Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of heavy rains during the next five days, drain out the excess water
from the rainfed crop fields of Cotton, Redgram, Maize, Soybean etc.
Rice

e Drain out the excess water from the rice fields and postpone the application of
nitrogen fertilizers.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Bacterial blight in
rice crop. To control, spray Agrimycin @0.4 g or Plantomycin@ 0.2g per litre
water

e Farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of short duration varieties wherever

sufficient water is available.

e Sow the paddy nurseries of Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) rice up to 25" July.

e Apply Carbofuran 3 G @ 800 g /200sq.m. (2 Guntas) to rice nurseries one
week before pulling nursery.

Cotton
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for

— Square and flower drop in cotton, spray Planofix @ 2 ml per 10 liter of
water twice at 10 days interval.

— Para wilt in cotton, to control soil drench with Copper-oxy-chloride @ 3
ml per liter of water.

— Leaf spot and Sucking Pests in cotton. To control, spray Carbendazim
@ 1 g and Acephate@ 1.5 g per liter of water.

e After cessation of rains, top dressing of fertilizers with 35 kg urea and 10kg
Muriate of potash should be taken up or spray urea @ 20 grams or Multi K @
10 grams per litre.
Redgram
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for
— Phytophthora wilt in redgram, to control soil drench with Copper-oxy-
chloride @ 3 ml per liter of water.
— Leaf spot in redgram. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of

water.
e After cessation of rains, spray urea @ 20 grams or Multi K @ 10 grams per
litre.
Maize

e After cessation of rains, top dressing of fertilizers with 35 kg urea and 10kg
Muriate of potash should be taken up.

Soybean

e After cessation of rains, top dressing of fertilizers with 35 kg urea and 10kg
Muriate of potash should be taken up.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in soybean. To
control, spray Carbendazim+ Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per liter of water.

Vegetables:

If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or
Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To
control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice
in 15 days interval.

Prevailing continuous rains and cloudy weather is congenial for incidence of
damping off in vegetable nurseries. To control, adopt the following measures,

- Drench nursery bed with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per litre of water.

- Provide adequate drainage.

- Treat the seed with Imidachloprid @ 5g and Captan @ 3g per kg seed to

prevent the incidence of sucking pests and leafspot disease in nursery.

- Raise the nursery bed and sow the seeds in a row at a distance of 10 cm.
