Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days light rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of

the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 28-35°C and
22-27°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to

moderate rains very likely to occur at most places over different parts of the State
during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 29-36°C and 21-25°C respectively.

Warning:

Heavy rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumaram
Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagityal, Rajanna Sirsilla,
Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Warangal (Rural), Warangal (Urban),
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajigiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak,
Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool and Wanaparthy districts of
Telangana during the next 2 days.

Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning very likely to occur at isolated
places over Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
In view of heavy rains, postpone spraying activities during the next two days.

Rice

To control the incidence and further spread of Bacterial Leaf Blight (BLB),
spray Agrimycin @ 0.4 g or Plantomycin@ 0.29g per litre water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of False smut disease
in rice. To control, spray Propiconazole @ 1 ml per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in
rice. Monitor the incidence of the disease and if noticed, spray Tricyclazole @
0.5 g or Isoprothiolane @ 0.5 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.

Blast disease in Rice

Cotton

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Leaf spot and
Sucking Pests in cotton. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g + Acephate @
1.5 g per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Boll Rot and
Black arm disease in Cotton. To control, spray Paushamycin @ 1 g or
Streptocycline @ 1 g and Copper oxy chloride @ 30 g per 10 liter of water
thrice at 15 days interval.

e Reddening of leaves is noticed in cotton. To control spray Magnesium Sulphate
@ 10 g and Zinc Sulphate @ 2 g per liter of water twice in 10 days interval.

Redgram

¢ Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of

— Phytophthora wilt in redgram, to control soil drench with Copper-Oxy-
Chloride @ 3 ml per liter of water.

— Leaf spot in redgram. To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of
water.

Maize

e Incidence of Fall army worm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Maize
crop. To control,

— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jaggery + 2-3
liters of water; keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100 g
Thiodicarb just half an hour before the application in the field). The bait
application should be done into the whorl of the plant.

— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml per liter
of water into the whorl of the plant.




Fall Army Worm in Maize

Soybean
e The incidence of Stem Fly and Stem Girdler is noticed in Soybean. To
control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter or Quinalphos @ 2 ml + Neem

seed kernel extract (NSKE) @ 5 ml per liter or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml
per liter of water.

e The incidence of Spodoptera is noticed. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @
2.5 ml or Novaluron @ 1 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in soybean. To
control, spray Carbendazim+ Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per liter of water.

Vegetables

e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or
Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To
control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice
in 15 days interval.

Livestock & Poultry

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET, sheep pox and PPR in Sheep

- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To
prevent the diseases, vaccinate the animals
