FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 18.03.2022 (Friday) TO 22.03.2022 (Tuesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days dry weather prevailed over different parts of the State. The

maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 35-42°C and 15-25°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, dry weather

likely to prevail over Telangana during next five days. The maximum and minimum
temperatures are likely to range between 38-43°C and 17-26°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Rice

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of stem borer
in rice. If noticed at 45 days after transplanting to control, spray
Chlorantriniliprole 18.5 SC @ 0.3 ml or Cartap Hydrochloride 50 SP @ 29
per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Rot
disease in rice. To control spray Propiconazole @ 1 ml or Hexaconazole @
2 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in
rice. Monitor the incidence of the disease and if noticed, spray Tricyclazole
@ 0.6 g or Isoprothiolane @ 1.5 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of
water.

Blast disease in Rice

Maize
¢ Incidence of Fall Armyworm (Spodoptera Frugiperda) is noticed in Rabi
Maize crop. To control,
— Poison baiting with Thiodicarb (mix 10kg rice bran + 2 kg jaggery + 2-
3 liters of water; keep the mixture for 24 hours to ferment and add 100
g Thiodicarb just half an hour before the application in the field). The
bait application should be done into the whorl of the plant.




— Spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.4 g/liter (@80g/acre) or
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml (@60ml/acre) per liter of water into the
whorl of the plant.

Fall Army Worm in Maize

Greengram, Blackgram
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Powdery
Mildew and Mosaic Virus is noticed in Greengram and Blackgram. To control

spray
Powdery Mildew
- Myclobutanil @ 1.0 g per liter of water
Mosaic Virus
- Arrange 20 yellow stick pads per acre to observe the white fly vector. To
control white fly spray Neem oil @ 5 ml + Acetamiprid @ 0.3 g per liter of
water.

Castor
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Jassids in

castor. To control spray Neem oil @ 5 ml + Acetamiprid @ 0.3 g per liter of
water.

Vegetables
e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml

or Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops.
To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of
water twice in 15 days interval.

¢ Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,

— Installation of pheromone traps to monitor the fruit and shoot borer
— Clip the infested shoots and destroy

— Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of
water




e If the incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in vegetable crops. To control, spray
Novaluron @ 1.25 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of bacterial leaf
spot diseases in Chillies. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g +
Plantomycin @ 1 g in 10 liters of water twice in weekly interval.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Coneophora
stem rot in Chillies. To control, spray Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 3 g per liter
of water.

e Incidence of Chilli flower thrips is noticed. To control, spay Fipronil @ 2 ml
per liter of water.

Poultry
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet

disease in poultry. To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.

e Protect the poultry birds by arranging fans and foggers in sheds, cover the
sheds with paddy straw and arrange sprinklers. Feed with wet mash to increase
the feed intake and provide cool water for drinking.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET, sheep pox and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the animals
