FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 25.05.2022 (Wednesday) TO 29.05.2022 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over

different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between
32-43°C and 23-31°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to

moderate rains may occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during
next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between
37-43°C and 22-30°C respectively.

Warning:
Thunderstorm accompanied with lightening very likely to occur at isolated places in
Telangana during the next five days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of the thunderstorm activity and rainfall forecast during the next five
days. Farmers are advised to
o Cover the already harvested crop produce with tarpaulin to avoid post

harvest losses.

e Don't take-up the sowing of rainfed crops by utilizing the pre-monsoon
showers. By taking advantage of these rains land preparation may be taken up
to sow the crops.

e Procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely
sowing of rainfed crops.

e Dig the pits for planting new orchards.

Rice
e Harvesting, Threshing, Storage of grain etc operations in paddy may be carried
out by observing the weathering conditions.

Vegetables
e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Acephate @ 1.5 ¢

per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops.
To control, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of
water twice in 15 days interval.

e Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,

— Installation of pheromone traps to monitor the fruit and shoot borer
— Clip the infested shoots and destroy

— Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of
water




Incidence of Chilli flower thrips is noticed. To control, spay Fipronil @ 2 ml
per liter of water.

Mango

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of fruit fly in
mango. To trap the flies in the container, hang the plastic containers with
mixture of methyl eugenol @ 2 ml + Carbofuran 3G @ 3g per litre of water in
the orchard.

Incidence of Hoppers, Mealy Bugs and Scale Insects are noticed in Mango due
to recent rains. To control, spray Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml + Neem oil @ 2.5

ml per liter of water.

Poultry

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet
disease in poultry. To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.

Protect the poultry birds by arranging fans and foggers in sheds, cover the
sheds with paddy straw and arrange sprinklers. Feed with wet mash to increase
the feed intake and provide cool water for drinking.

Livestock

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET, sheep pox and PPR in Sheep

- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the animals
