WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES
FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 07.09.2022 (Wednesday) TO 11.09.2022 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During the last three days light to moderate rains at isolated places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 29-35°C and 22-27°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very
likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 33-38°C and 23-27°C
respectively.

Warning:
During next five days heavy rains very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the
state.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of rainfall forecast for the next five days, prepare drainage channels to drain out excess water
from the crop fields.

e In view of rainfall forecast for the next five days, postpone irrigations and spraying of chemicals in
the agricultural fields.

Rice

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in rice nurseries. Monitor
the incidence of the disease and if noticed, spray Tricyclazole @ 0.5 g or Isoprothiolane @ 0.5 ml or
Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Borer in rice which is at
Tillering stage. To control, apply Carbofuran 3G @ 10 kg or Chlorantriniliprole 0.4 G @ 4 kgs per
acre.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BLB in Rice. To control, spray
Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g + Plantomycin @ 2 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Gall Midge in rice. Monitor the
incidence of the pests.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Hispa in Rice. To control, spray
Profenophos @ 2 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Folder in Rice. To control,
spray Cartap Hydrochloride @ 2 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml per litre of water.

Maize

e To control Fall Army Worm in maize, spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml
per liter of water around the whorls.

e Prevailing excess moisture conditions are congenial for the incidence of stalk rot. If noticed, uproot
the infested plants and throw away from the field, drain out the excess water from the field and apply
4-5 kgs of 35% Chlorine containing Bleaching Powder between the crop rows.

Cotton
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Aphids in Cotton. To control, spray

Neem Oil @ 5 ml + Imidachloprid @ 0.25 ml or Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or Fipronil @ 2 ml per liter of
water.



If incidence of Jassids and Thrips are noticed, spray Fipronil @ 2 ml or Flonicamid @ 0.3 g or
Sulfoxaflor @ 0.75 ml per liter of water.

After cessation of rains, apply 25 kg urea and 20 kg Muriate of Potash per acre as 1st top dressing at
20 days after sowing of Cotton crop by pocketing method at 07-10 cm away from the plants.
Incidence of Reddening of Leaves is noticed in Cotton. To control, spray Magnesium Sulphate @
10g per litre of water.

Incidence of Bacterial Leaf Spot is noticed in Cotton. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g
or Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of water.

Incidence of Pink Boll Warm is noticed in Cotton. To monitor install 4 Pheromone traps per
acre and control measures may be taken up after observing 7-8 adults insects for consecutive
three days. To control, spray Thiodicarb @ 1.5 g or Chlorpyriphos @ 2 ml per liter of water.

Soybean

Incidence of stem fly is noticed. To control, spray Acephate @ 1.0 g per litre of water.

Incidence of Stem girdle is noticed. To control spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in soybean. To control, spray
Carbendazim+ Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per liter of water.

The incidence of Spodoptera is noticed. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or
Novaluron @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Redgram

Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for incidence of Phytophthora stem blight disease in
Redgram. If observed, to control soil drench with Metalaxyl @ 2 g per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Webber in Redgram. If
observed, to control spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Farmers are advised to take up spraying of Multi K @ 5 g per liter of water in Redgram.

Vegetables

If incidence of Damping off is noticed in Tomato, Brinjal, Chilli and Marigold nurseries, drench
nursery bed with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.

Livestock

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
