Weather details of past 3 days:

During the last three days Heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 26-34°C and 21-26°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29-34°C and 21-24°C
respectively.

Warnings:

Heavy rains very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next
two days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Rice
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of False Smut, Neck Blast, Bacterial Leaf
Blight and Leaf folder in Paddy. To control, spray

False Smut
- Trifloxystrobin 25% + Tebuconazole 50% (75WG) @ 0.8 g or Propiconazole @1.0 ml or
Picoxystrobin 7 % + Propiconazole 12% SC @2.0 ml per litre of water
Neck Blast
- Tricyclazole + Mancozeb @2.5 g or Isoprothiolane @ 1.6 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre
of water. If incidence is severe, spray Trifloxystrobin 25% + Tebuconazole 50% (75WG) @ 0.4 ¢
or Picoxystrobin 6.78 % + Tricyclazole 20.33% SC @2.0 ml or Azoxystrobin 16.7% +
Tricyclazole 33.3% SC or Azoxystrobin 18.2% + Difenoconazole 11.4% SC@ 1.0 ml per litre of
water.
Bacterial Leaf Blight
- Copper Oxy Chloride @30g and Plantomycin @ 3g in 10 liters of water
Leaf folder
- Cartap Hydrochloride @ 2.0g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per litre of water.
Maize
e To control Fall Army Worm in maize, spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml

per liter of water around the whorls.

Cotton

e Incidence of Thrips is noticed in Cotton and Thrips transmitting the Tobacco Streak Virus. To
control, Spray Fipronil @ 2 ml or Flonicamid @ 0.3 g or Imidachloprid @ 0.25 ml or Diafenthiuron
@ 1.25 g per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Para Wilt in cotton. To control, soil
drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval and foliar spray of
Multi-k (13:0:45) or Urea @ 10 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval.

e Incidence of Bacterial Leaf Spot is noticed in Cotton. To control, spray Streptocycline @ 1 g or
Paushamycin or Plantomycin and Copper-oxy-chloride @ 30 g in 10 liters of water.

e Incidence of Jassids is noticed in Cotton. To control, spray Flonicamid @ 0.3g or
Dinotefuron @ 0.3 g or Thiomethoxim @ 0.2 g per liter of water.



e Incidence of Aphids is noticed in cotton. To control, spray Acetamiprid @ 0.2g or Acephate
@ 1.5g per liter of water.

e Incidence of Pink Boll Warm is noticed in Cotton. To monitor install 4 Pheromone traps per
acre and control measures may be taken up after observing 7-8 adults insects for consecutive
three days. To control, spray Thiodicarb @ 1.5 g or Chlorpyriphos @ 2 ml per liter of water.

Soybean

e Soybean crop is seed filling stage.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Anthracnose Pod Blight and Leaf
Spot Disease. For better seed filling and control of diseases, spray Multi-K or 11-0-37-2 @ 10 g and
Propiconazole @ 1.0 ml or Tebuconazole 50% + Trifloxystrobin 25% WG @ 1.0 g or Fluxapyroxad
+ Pyraclostrobin @ 1.625 ml per liter of water.

Redgram

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Webber in Redgram. If
observed, to control spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Vegetables

e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g
per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To control, spray
Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice in 15 days interval.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
