WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES
FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 15.10.2022 (Saturday) TO 19.10.2022 (Wednesday)

Grameen Krishi Mausam Seva (GKMS Project)
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Weather details of past 3 days:

During the last three days light to moderate rains occurred at few places over different parts of
the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 27-33°C and 20-25°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at many places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29-37°C and 20-24°C
respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Rice

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of False Smut, Sheath Rot, Neck
Blast, Bacterial Leaf Blight and Leaf folder in Paddy. To control, spray

False Smut and Sheath Rot

- Trifloxystrobin 25% + Tebuconazole 50% (75WG) @ 0.8 g or Propiconazole @1.0 ml or
Picoxystrobin 7 % + Propiconazole 12% SC @2.0 ml per litre of water

Neck Blast

- Tricyclazole + Mancozeb @2.5 g or Isoprothiolane @ 1.6 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml
per litre of water. If incidence is severe, spray Trifloxystrobin 25% + Tebuconazole 50%
(75WG) @ 0.4 g or Picoxystrobin 6.78 % + Tricyclazole 20.33% SC @2.0 ml or
Azoxystrobin 16.7% + Tricyclazole 33.3% SC or Azoxystrobin 18.2% + Difenoconazole
11.4% SC@ 1.0 ml per litre of water.

Bacterial Leaf Blight

- Copper Oxy Chloride @30g and Plantomycin @ 3g in 10 liters of water

Leaf folder

- Cartap Hydrochloride @ 2.0g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per litre of water.

Cotton

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of pink boll worm in cotton. To
control, spray Thiodicarb @1.5g or Quinalphos @ 2.0ml or Profenophos@ 2.0ml or
Flubendiamide @ 0.3g or Emamectin benzoate @ 0.5g or Deltamethrin @ 1.0ml or
Cypermethrin @ 1.0ml or Chloropyrfos @ 2.5ml or Chlorantraniliprole @ 0.3ml per litre of
as 1st spray or Acetamiprid + Cypermethrin @ 2.0ml or Cypermethrin + Indoxacarb @ 1.0ml
or Cypermethrin + Quinalphos @ 2.5 ml or Cypermethrin + Chloropyrfos @ 2.0 ml or
Cypermethrin + Profenophos @ 2.5 ml or Thiamethoxam + Lambda cyhalothrin @ 0.5 ml or
Emamectin benzoate + Profenophos @ 1.4 g or Indoxacarb + Acetamiprid @ 1.0 g per litre
of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of grey mildew in cotton. To
control, spray, wettable Sulphur @ 3.0g or Carbendazim @ 1.0g per litre of water. If
incidence is severe, spray Hexaconazole @ 2.0ml or Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin @ 0.69
or Kresoxim methyl @ 1.0ml per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Boll rot in cotton. To control,
spray, Kresoxim methyl @ 1.0ml or propiconazole @ 1.0 ml or propineb @ 2.0g or
Pyraclostrobin @ 2.0g or Pyraclostrobin + fluxapyroxad @ 0.6ml or Azoxystrobin +



Difenoconazole @ 1.0ml or Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 2.0g per litre of water. To control,
internal boll rot spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per litre of water twice in ten days interval

Soybean

e Soybean crop is at maturity stage. Hence, farmers are advised to harvest the crop only during
dry weather conditions.

Redgram

e Ifincidence of Leaf Webber and Maruca are noticed. To control,

Leaf Webber
- Spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Quinalphos @ 2 ml per litre of water.

Maruca
- Spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or Novaluron @ 0.75 ml along with Dichlorvos @ 1.0 mi

per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for incidence of Phytophthora stem blight disease
in Redgram. If observed, to control soil drench with Metalaxyl or Mancozeb @ 2 g per litre of
water.

Vegetables

e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate @
1.5 g per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To control,
spray Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice in 15 days interval.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
