FROM DATE: 12.11.2022 (Saturday) TO 16.11.2022 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days mainly dry weather prevailed over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 28-33°C and 12-22°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, mainly dry weather may
prevail over different parts of the state during next five days. The maximum and minimum
temperatures are likely to range between 30-33°C and 13-21°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
e Take up sowing of Chickpea, Groundnut, Sorghum, Sunflower, Mustard and Safflower crops
where ever irrigation facility is available.

Rice
e For Rabi rice 15" November to 15" December is ideal for nursery. Apply 500 g of Zinc
Sulphate for 5 cent of nursery bed as basal.

Cotton

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of pink boll worm in cotton. To
control, spray Thiodicarb @1.5g or Quinalphos @ 2.0ml or Profenophos@ 2.0ml or
Flubendiamide @ 0.3g or Emamectin benzoate @ 0.5g or Deltamethrin @ 1.0ml or
Cypermethrin @ 1.0ml or Chloropyrfos @ 2.5ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3ml per litre of as
1st spray or Acetamiprid + Cypermethrin @ 2.0ml or Cypermethrin + Indoxacarb @ 1.0ml or
Cypermethrin + Quinalphos @ 2.5 ml or Cypermethrin + Chloropyrfos @ 2.0 ml or
Cypermethrin + Profenophos @ 2.5 ml or Thiamethoxam + Lambda Cyhalothrin @ 0.5 ml or
Emamectin benzoate + Profenophos @ 1.4 g or Indoxacarb + Acetamiprid @ 1.0 g per litre
of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Boll rot in cotton. To control,
spray, Kresoxim methyl @ 1.0ml or Propiconazole @ 1.0 ml or Propineb @ 2.0g or
Pyraclostrobin @ 2.0g or Pyraclostrobin + Fluxapyroxad @ 0.6ml or Azoxystrobin +
Difenoconazole @ 1.0ml or Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 2.0g per litre of water. To control,
internal boll rot spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per litre of water twice in ten days interval

Redgram

e Incidence of Maruca is noticed in Redgram. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or
Novaluron @ 0.75 ml along with Dichlorvos @ 1.0 ml per litre of water.

e To control Helicoverpa in Redgram, adopt the following measures

- Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre to facilitate picking up of larvae
- Arrange 4 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the pest
- Spray 5 % NSKE to kill the eggs and early instar larvae

Groundnut
e Seed treatment with Tebuconazole @ 1 g per 1kg seed in groundnut should be done to avoid
Collar rot disease.



Vegetables
e |f the incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or

Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.
e Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,
- Installation of pheromone traps to monitor the fruit and shoot borer
- Clip the infested shoots and destroy
- Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of water

e If the incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in vegetable crops. To control, spray Novaluron @
1.25 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of bacterial leaf spot diseases in
Chillies. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g + Plantomycin @ 1 g in 10 liters of
water twice in weekly interval.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep

- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals

- Deworming in Sheep
