WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 29.04.2023(Saturday) TO 03.052023 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 31°C to 39°C and 19°C to 27°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at many places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 30°C to 39°C and 18°C to 25°C
respectively.

Warning
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning, gusty winds and Hailstorm very likely to occur at
isolated places during next three days.

Pre Hailstorm Management Strategies

e In view of the hailstorm forecast, farmers are advised not to stand under the trees and don’t
allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e Inview of the hailstorm forecast, allow Cattle, Sheep, Goat stay back in protected sheds only.

e Move away from water bodies, electric poles and wires.

e In ID crops provide drainage channels to remove excess water.

e Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

Post Hailstorm Management Strategies.

e Farmers are advised to dry the harvested rice in safe places, which is damaged due to the
unseasonal rainfall.

e |f maize crop is damaged at cob development stage, advised to harvest the cobs as green ears
and sell it in the market.

e If maize crop is at grain hardening physiological maturity stage, advised to open the cob
sheath to expose the grains to the sun and to prevent the fungal growth.

e Collect the fallen fruits and transport to the market or process them into a value added
products. Otherwise diseases may spread due to rottening of the fallen fruits.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Irrigate the orchards during fruit set and development stage based on the soil type.

e Irrigate the vegetable crops during morning or evening hours based on the soil type.

e In view of high maximum temperature forecast, keep the Animals, Sheep and Goat under
shade.

e Feed the livestock with green fodder to increase the fat content in the milk during the high
maximum temperature.

e Protect the poultry birds by arranging fans and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy
straw and arrange sprinklers. Feed with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide cool
water for drinking.

e Farmers are advised to take up summer ploughing. Due to ploughing larvae and pupae
exposed to sunlight and destroys the pest and also increases the water holding capacity of the
soil.




Dig the pits for planting of Orchards and expose the pits to the sunlight it destroys the pest
and disease inoculums present in the soil.

Collect and test the soil sample for the soil nutrient status.

Remove cotton stalks from the field it reduces the incidence of Pink Boll Worm in cotton
during next Kharif season.

Make the cotton stalks into small pieces by using cotton Shredder.

While harvesting the paddy with harvesters, leaving the stubbles very close to the ground as
much as possible.

Don’t burn the paddy stubbles. Use the mulcher to make small pieces as they are readily
decomposed without polluting the environment.

Rice

Farmers are advised to keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast
disease during the crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

In the state rice crop is from Heading to Harvesting stage.

Farmers are advised to spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Tetraniliprole @ 0.5 ml per liter of
water at booting stage.

Prevailing high temperatures are congenial for the incidence of Panicle Mite in rice. To control,
spray Dicofol @ 5 ml or Spiromesifen @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Farmers are advised not to use Tricyclazole continuously to control blast. Asked to rotate use
some other chemicals.

If blast is observed during booting stage advised not to apply final dose of nitrogen fertilizer.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Neck Blast disease in rice.
Monitor the incidence of the disease, spray Tricyclazole + Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Isoprothiolane
@ 1.6 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water. If incidence is severe Azoxystrobin +
Tricyclazole @ 1 ml or Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin @ 0.4 g or Picoxystrobin +
Tricyclazole @ 2 ml or Azoxystrobin + Difenoconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Rabi Castor

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Capsule Borer in Castro. To
control, spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Novaluron @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Greengram and Blackgram

To control white fly, spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water
otherwise they will spread the Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus.

To control Powdery Mildew, spray Myclobutanil @ 0.5g or Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of
water twice at 10-15 days interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Maruca and Pod Borers.
Monitor the incidence if the incidence is severe, to control spray Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml or
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Sesamum

To control Powdery Mildew, spray Myclobutanil @ 1g or Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g per liter of
water.

Incidence of sucking pest is noticed in Sesamum. To control, spray Acephate @ 1 g or
Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter of water.



e Phyllody disease was observed in some places. Farmers are advised to pull out the affected
plants from the fields otherwise the disease will spread to the other plants also.

e Farmers advised to control the sucking pests.

e To control Leaf Webber and Capsule Borer in Sesamum, spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or
Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Tomato

e Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence of Spodoptera, Helicoverpa
and Pin Worm. As a preventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 10000 PPM
@ 3 ml per liter of water. If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin
Benzoate @ 0.4g or Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of
water.

e Farmers are advised to alter the chemical spray with Neem based chemical spray in order to
avoid pesticide residue on the fruits.

Brinjal

e To control shoot and fruit borer install 10-15 pheromone traps per acre followed by spraying of
Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water. Pinching of shoot tips is also advised. If
incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Bhendi

e To control white fly in Bhendi, spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter
of water otherwise they will spread the Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus.

Mango

e To control fruit fly in mango, install and erect 08-10 pheromone traps per acre at marble size
fruit development stage.

e To control Mangu in Mango, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2 g per liter of water.

e |If power sprayers are used for spraying of pesticides double the dose of the pesticides and
reduce the water quantity by 50%.

Oil Palm

¢ In oil palm plantations Rugose spiraling whitefly is observed.

e Farmers advised to remove old palm leaves.

e Advised to spray starch solution @ 10 g per liter of water.

Bajra

e In the state Bajra crop is at ear formation to physiological maturity stage.

e Incidence of Spodoptera is observed in Bajra in some places. To control, spray
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water

Fodder Crops

e Take up sowing of fodder Jowar and Fodder Maize for green fodder where ever sufficient
water is available and Fodder Bajra and Fodder Cowpea in less water available areas.

Poultry

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet disease in poultry.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.



Livestock
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of warms in Sheep and Goat.
To control, advised to Deworming the Sheep and Goat.
