WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 24.05.2023(Wednesday) TO 28.05.2023 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at few places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 36°C to 43°C and 19°C to 29°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains may

occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next two days and dry weather
very likely to prevail during remaining three days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are
likely to range between 39°C to 43°C and 22°C to 30°C respectively.

Warnings:

Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning and gusty winds very likely to occur at isolated places
in Rangareddy, Vikarabad, Mahabubnagar, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal,
Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Jangaon,
Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Sangareddy, Medak and
Nagarkurnool districts of Telangana during next 24 hours.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
e Transport the harvested produce to safe places or cover it with tarpaulins.

e Move away from water bodies, electric poles and wires.

e Farmers are advised to dry the harvested rice in safe places, which is damaged due to the
unseasonal rainfall.

e InID crops provide drainage channels to remove excess water.

e In the state, at present various crops are in the harvesting stage. Farmers are advised to follow
some advises after the harvest of the crops.

e Farmers are advised to take up summer ploughing to increases the water holding capacity of
the soil and also to expose the hibernating pupae of pests and diseases along with seeds and
rhizomes of problematic weeds to the desiccating sun.

e Farmers are advised to go for sowing of green manure crops in already summer ploughed
fields.

e Collect and test the soil sample for the soil nutrient status.

e Remove cotton stalks from the field to reduce the incidence of Pink Boll Worm in cotton
during next ensuing Kharif season.

e Make the cotton stalks into small pieces using cotton Shredder.

e While harvesting the paddy with harvesters, leaving the stubbles very close to the ground as
much as possible.

e Advised the farmers no to burn the paddy stubbles. Use the mulcher to make small pieces as
they are readily decomposed without polluting the environment.

e Advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of
rainfed crops.




Fodder Crops
e Take up sowing of fodder Jowar and Fodder Maize for green fodder where ever sufficient

water is available and Fodder Bajra and Fodder Cowpea in less water available areas.

Brinjal

e Crop is at Flowering and Fruiting stage.

e Incidence of sucking pests is noticed in Brinjal. To control, spray Imidacloprid @ 0.3 ml or
Thiamethoxam @ 0.3g per liter of water.

e Incidence of Shoot and Fruit borer is observed in Brinjal. To control, install 10-15 pheromone
traps per acre followed by spraying of Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water.
Pinching of shoot tips is also advised.

e If incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Chillies
e Crop is at Flowering and Fruiting stage.

e Incidence of sucking pests is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or
Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

e Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Novaluron @ 1.25 ml per liter
of water.

e Incidence of Coneophora stem rot is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Pyraclostrobin +
Metiram @ 3 g per liter of water.

Tomato
e Crop is at Flowering and Fruiting stage.

e Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence of Spodoptera, Helicoverpa
and Ping Worm. As a preventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 10000 PPM
@ 3 ml per liter of water.

e If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or
Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Bhendi
e Incidence of Fruit Borer is observed in Bhendi. To control, spray Emamectin benzoate @ 0.5

g per liter of water.

Bitter Gourd
e Incidence of Downy mildew is observed in Bitter Gourd. To control, spray Mancozeb @ 2.5

g or Metalaxyl @ 1 g or SAAF (Carbendazim + Mancozeb) @ 2 g per liter of water.

Acid Lime
e Incidence of Micronutrient deficiency was observed. To correct, spray Formula-4 @ 5 g per

liter of water.

Sweet Orange
e Incidence of Dry Root Rot is noticed in Sweet Orange. To control, soil drench with

Carbendazim @ 2 g or Mancozeb @ 3 g per liter of water or 1% Bordeaux mixture.

e Use organic fertilizers such as green manures. Incubate the mixture of 1 kg of Trichoderma
culture with 90 kg farmyard manure and 10 kg Neem powder for 15 days under shade. Then
apply 10 kg mixture per plant. Spray urea @ 1 kg per 100 liters of water.

¢ Incidence of Gummosis observed on Sweet orange. To control, soil drench with Metalaxyl @
2 g per liter of water.



Guava
e Incidence of Mealy Bugs is observed in Guava. To control, spray Acephate 75 S.P @ 1 g or
Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml + Neem Oil @ 5 ml or Malathion @ 2ml per liter of water.

Livestock
e Advice to vaccinate above 6 months old Cattle and Buffaloes, to control Hemorrhagic
Septicemia and Black Quarter disease.

e Advice to vaccinate above 6 months old Sheep and Goat, to control Enterotoxemia disease.
