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WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 28.06.2023(Wednesday) TO 02.07.2023 (Sunday)

Grameen Krishi Mausam Seva (GKMS Project)
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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 28°C to 37°C and 20°C to 27°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very
likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29°C to 36°C and 21°C to 26°C
respectively.

Warnings:

Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtiyal, Rajanna Siricilla,
Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally and Mulugu districts of Telangana during next
24 hours.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Southwest monsoon has entered some parts over Telangana state on 22" June and
covered the entire state on 24™ June.

e Take-Up sowing of rainfed crops like Cotton, Soybean, Maize, Jowar, Redgram, Greengram,
Cotton etc., only after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm
in heavy soils or the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after start of South-West monsoon
rains in the State.

e Some mandals of the State received an amount of 40-92 mm of rainfall. So, farmers are
advised to take up sowing of ID crop if the soil is wet up to a depth of 15-20 cm.

e In view of the thunderstorm forecast at isolated places, farmers are advised not to stand under
the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e Move away from water bodies, electric poles and wires.

Rice

e Farmers are advised to take up the rice nurseries of medium duration (130-140 days) or short
duration (120-130 days) varieties wherever sufficient water is available.

e Farmers are advised to treat the paddy seed with Carbendazim @ 3g per kg seed for dry
nurseries.

e By taking advantage of the present rains, take-up sowing of Sunhemp or Dhaincha as in-situ
green manure crop to preceding rice or take the Greengram as catch crop to preceding rice
depending on the availability of release of water.

e Advised not to take up the paddy nurseries using Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) in the month
of June.

e Farmers are advised to keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast
disease during the crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

e Farmers are advised to transplant the 25-30 days old seedlings of long duration varieties.

e Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3G granules @ 400 g per 100 square meters of
nursery (1 Gunta) one week before pulling of the nursery.




Cotton

e Farmer can sow the crop up to July 15" without any yield reduction

e Farmers advised to sow the crop on ridge and furrow method to conserve the moisture by
selecting suitable BT varieties.

e This method of planting help the crop to with stand moisture stress condition as it conserve
the moisture.

e This method also helps to remove excess water from the fields.

Soybean

e Farmers can sow the crop up to July first week without any yield reduction.

e Light soils with assured irrigation are also suitable for soybean cultivation.

e Use Broad Bed Furrow (BBF) method of sowing to reduce seed rate, cost of sowing, with
uniform germination and finally to get higher yields.

e By this method the crop can with stand moisture stress and at the same time furrows are
useful to remove excess water from the fields.

Maize

e Farmers can sow the crop up to July 15™ with medium and long duration varieties (90-100
days and 100-120 days) without any yield reduction.

e Farmers are advised to raise the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess
moisture stress during the vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking
stage.

e Advised to take control measures against Fall Army Worm within 15 days after sowing.

Redgram
e Farmers can sow the crop up to July 15" without any yield reduction.

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Cotton, Maize, Jowar, Soybean,
Greengram and Blackgram.

Sorghum
e Farmers can sow the crop up to June 30™.

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Redgram.

Greengram and Blackgram
e Farmers can sow the crop up to July 15"

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Cotton and Redgram.

Mango

e Farmers are advised to go for pruning of dried branches and Crisscross branches 25-30 days
after final harvest to allow the proper distribution of solar radiation.

e Advised to collect the rotten fruits and fallen leaves and burn them outside the mango
orchard.
