WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 19.07.2023(Wednesday) TO 23.07.2023 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at most places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 27°C to 34°C and 20°C to 26°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, heavy rains very likely to
occur at isolated places and light to moderate rains may occur at most places over different parts
of the State during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 26°C to 33°C and 20°C to 26°C respectively.

Warnings

Heavy to very heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the

State during next three days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the crop fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, postpone the spraying of chemicals
in the agricultural fields.

e Drain out the excess water from the fields wherever heavy rainfall received.

Rice

e Advised to take up the paddy nurseries using Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) in the month of
July.

e Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3G granules @ 400 g per 100 square meters of
nursery (1 Gunta) one week before pulling of the nursery.

e Incidence of Stem Borer was observed in rice. To control, apply Carbofuran 3G @ 10 kg or
Chlorantriniliprole 0.4 G @ 4 kgs per acre.

e Farmers are advised to keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast
disease during the crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

Cotton

e Farmer can sow the crop up to July 20"

e Farmers advised to sow the crop on ridge and furrow method to conserve the moisture by
selecting suitable BT varieties.

e This method of planting help the crop to with stand moisture stress condition as it conserve
the moisture.

e This method also helps to remove excess water from the fields.

e Incidence of Sucking Pests was observed in cotton. Advised to go for stem application of
Monocrotophos + Water at 30 and 45 days after sowing in the ratio of 1:4.

e |f incidence of sucking pests is very low advised to go for spraying of Neem oil 5 ml per liter
of water.

e |f incidence of sucking pests is very high advised to go for spraying of Fipronil @ 2.0 ml or
Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g per liter of water.

e Advised to go for top dressing of first dose of Nitrogen and Potassic fertilizers 20 days after
sowing under moist situation.




Maize

Farmers can sow the short duration maize hybrids (<90 days) up to July 31% wherever
sufficient water is available.

Farmers are advised to raise the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess
moisture stress during the vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking
stage.

Incidence of Fall Army Worm in maize was observed. To control, spray Chlorantriniliprole
@ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water inside the whorls.

Advised to take control measures against Fall Army Worm within 15 days after sowing.

Redgram

Farmers can sow the short duration Redgram varieties up to July 31°%.,
Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Cotton, Maize, Jowar, Soybean,
Greengram and Blackgram.

Vegetables

If the incidence of sucking pests is noticed in vegetables. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2
ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per litre of water.

Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence of Spodoptera, Helicoverpa
and Ping Worm in Tomato.

As a preventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter
of water.

If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or
Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Mango

Farmers are advised to go for pruning of dried branches and Crisscross branches 25-30 days
after final harvest to allow the proper distribution of solar radiation.

Advised to collect the rotten fruits and fallen leaves and burn them outside the mango
orchard.

Farmers are advised to apply recommended dose of organic manure along with inorganic
fertilizers after pruning when the soil is moist.
