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WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 26.07.2023(Wednesday) TO 30.07.2023 (Sunday)
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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, extremely heavy rainfall occurred at isolated places over Nizamabad,
Jangaon and Warangal districts and heavy to very heavy rains occurred at many places and light
to moderate rains occurred at most places over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 24°C to 32°C and 18°C to 26°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, heavy to very heavy rains

very likely to occur at isolated places, heavy rains at few places and moderate to heavy rains at

most places over different parts of the State during next three days. Later, light to moderate rains

may occur at many places over different parts of the state on 04™ and 05" day. The maximum

and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 23°C to 31°C and 18°C to 23°C

respectively.

Warnings

e Heavy rainfall to extremely heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places, heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places and heavy rains at few places and moderate to heavy
rains at most places very likely to occur over different parts of the State during next three

days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
e Drain out excess water from the fields in areas received heavy rainfall.
e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next five days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the crop fields.
e Inview of heavy rainfall forecast for the next five days, postpone the spraying of chemicals in
the agricultural fields.

e In view of the thunderstorm forecast at isolated places, farmers are advised not to stand under
the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.
e Farmers are advised to not to stand nearer to electric poles and electric wires.

Rice

e In heavy rainfall received areas farmers are advised to drain out the excess water from the
fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the transplanted paddy fields.

Cotton

e In heavy rainfall received areas farmers are advised to drain out the excess water from the
fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the cotton fields.

Maize

e In heavy rainfall received areas farmers are advised to drain out the excess water from the
fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the maize fields.




Redgram
e In heavy rainfall received areas farmers are advised to drain out the excess water from the

fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the redgram fields.

Vegetables

e In heavy rainfall received areas farmers are advised to drain out the excess water from the
fields.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the vegetable crop fields.
