Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at few places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 27°C to 34°C and 21°C to 27°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains may
occur at isolated places over different parts of the state during next five days. The maximum and
minimum temperatures are likely to range between 28°C to 35°C and 21°C to 28°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Farmers are advised to go for Intercultivation for control of weeds under optimum soil
moisture conditions, if possible as it helps for better root growth that affected due to recent
rains.

Rice

e Farmers are advised to keep the paddy bunds clean as the weeds present on the bunds acts as a
alternate host for paddy stem borer and blast.

e Farmers are advised to take up transplantings by utilizing the recent rains.

e Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3G granules @ 400 g per 100 square meters of
nursery (1 Gunta) one week before pulling of the nursery.

e Farmers who have not sown the nurseries are advised to go for direct sowing of paddy under
puddled conditions (wet DSR) using short duration rice varieties.

e Farmers are advised to form 20 cm alleyways at two meters interval to reduce incidence of
BPH in East West direction.

e Farmers are advised to transplant 3weeks old paddy seedlings of short duration varieties in the
main field.

e Farmers are advised to apply Carbofuran 3G @ 10 kg or Cartap Hydro Chloride 4G @ 8 kg
per acre 15 days after transplanting as a prevent measure against Stem Borer and Gall Midge.

Cotton

e Farmers are advised to go for Intercultivation for control of weeds under optimum soil
moisture conditions. It also helps for better root growth that affected due to recent rains.

e After cessation of rains, apply 25 kg urea and 20 kg Muriate of Potash per acre as 1st top
dressing at 20 days after sowing of Cotton crop by pocketing method at 07-10 cm away from
the plants.

e |f soil application of fertilizers is not possible, Take up a foliar spray of Polyfeed (19:19:19)
or Multi-K (13-0-45) @10g/lit of water twice at weekly intervals for the fast recovery of the
cotton crop.

e Farmers are advised to drench the soil with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g to prevent the spread
of soil borne diseases (Wilt) twice in 5-7 days interval in black soils of heavy rainfall received
areas.

e As a prophylactic measure advised to go for stem application of Monocrotophos + Water at
30 and 45 days after sowing in the ratio of 1:4.

e If incidence of sucking pests is very low advised to go for spraying of Neem oil @ 5 ml per
liter of water.




Control both grassy and broad leaved weeds (2-3 leaf stage) by spraying Quizalo-Fop-Ethyl +
Pyrithiobac Sodium @ 2.5 ml per liter of water as post emergence herbicide.

Maize

Farmers are advised to go for Intercultivation for control of weeds under optimum soil
moisture conditions. It also helps for better root growth that affected due to recent rains.

Due to heavy rains, Phosphorus deficiency may occur in Maize crop. After cessation of rains
spray 19-19-19 or DAP @ 10g per liter of water.

After cessation of rains, apply 20 kg Urea and 15 kg Muriate of Potash per acre as booster
dose in maize crop.

Advised to take control measures against Fall Army Worm within 15 days after sowing.

If incidence of Fall Army Worm in maize is observed, to control spray Chlorantriniliprole @
0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water inside the whorls.

Soybean

Wherever Intercultivation is not possible in Soybean crop due to recent heavy rains, spray
Imazethapyr + Imazamox @ 40 g or Propaquizafop + Imazethapyr @ 800 ml or Quizalofop
ethyl + Imazethapyr @ 175 ml per acre to control Grasses and Broad Leaved weeds (2-3 leaf
stage).

Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for incidence of Stem Girdler and Stem Fly. As
prophylactic measure to avoid the incidence, spray Thiamethoxam + Lambda-Cyhalothrin @
0.4ml per liter or broad cast Carbofuran 3G granules @ 10kg per acre.

To control Spodoptera in Soybean, advised to spray Novaluron @ 1 ml or Chlorpyriphos @
2.5 ml per liter of water.

Pulses

Farmers are advised to apply 50 kg DAP per acre to the pulse crops (Blackgram, Greengram
and Redgram) as top dressing if fertilizer was not applied as basal at the time of sowing.

Redgram

Farmers are advised to go for Intercultivation for control of weeds under optimum soil
moisture conditions. It also helps for better root growth that affected due to recent rains.

Chilli Nurseries

If incidence of Damping off is noticed in Chilli nurseries, drench nursery bed with Copper-
Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water twice at 5-7 days interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Coneophora stem rot in
Chillies. To control, spray Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 3 g per liter of water.

Brinjal

As a prophylactic measure to control sucking pests advised to go for spraying of Neem oil @

5 ml per liter of water in the main field.

To control shoot and fruit borer install 08-10 pheromone traps per acre followed by spraying of
Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water as prevent measure. Pinching of shoot tips is
also advised. If incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @
04g.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep

Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
