Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 30°C to 34°C and 17°C to 24°C
respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very
likely to occur at many places over different parts of the state during next two days and dry weather
may prevail later three days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between
21°C to 33°C and 17°C to 24°C respectively.

Warnings:

Today, Heavy to Extremely heavy rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places over Mulugu,
Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam districts and Heavy to Very Heavy rainfall very likely to occur
at isolated places over Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanumakonda, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Nalgonda and Jangaon districts.

Today, Thunderstorms accompanied with gusty winds (40-50kmph) very likely to occur at isolated
places over Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal,
Hanumakonda, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Rajanna Siricilla, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Medak, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy districts.

Tomorrow, Heavy rains very likely to occur at isolated places over Mancherial, Peddapalli,
Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu and Bhadradri Kothagudem districts.

Tomorrow, Thunderstorms accompanied with gusty winds (30-40kmph) very likely to occur at
isolated places over Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial,
Rajanna Siricilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanumakonda, Jangaon,
Siddipet districts.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of the rainfall forecast at many places, farmers are advised to temporarily postpone the
harvesting of the crops.

e In ID crops provide drainage channels to remove excess water.

e In view of the rainfall forecast, temporarily postpone the spraying of the chemicals in the agricultural
fields.

e Transport the harvested produce to the safe places.

e Postpone the transportation of the harvested produce to the market.

e Cover the agriculture produce with tarpaulins in the markets.

e In view of thunderstorms, farmers are advised not to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle /
Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees. Move away from water bodies, electric poles and wires.
