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WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 09.12.2023(Saturday) TO 13.12.2023 (Wednesday)

Grameen Krishi Mausam Seva (GKMS Project)
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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy to extremely heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to
moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 21°C to 30°C and 13°C to 21°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days:

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, dry weather may prevail
over different parts of the state during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures
are likely to range between 25°C to 34°C and 14°C to 21°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
e Drain out excess water from the fields wherever heavy rainfall received.
e Advised to dry the harvested produce of Groundnut / Rice in areas of extremely heavy rainfall
received areas.
e Advised to market the groundnut as a fresh produce for table purpose.
Maize
e Incidence of Fall Army Worm is observed in maize.
= To control spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water inside the
whorls.
= Farmers are advised to apply mixture of Sunnam (Calcium) + Sand (1:9 ratio) in the whorls of
maize plant at knee high stage to control the Fall Army Worm.
Redgram
e Crop is from Pod Formation to Seed Hardening stage.
e To control Helicoverpa in Redgram, adopt the following measures
Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre to facilitate picking up of larvae
Arrange 4 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the pest
Spray 5 % NSKE to kill the eggs and early instar larvae
- Atinitial stages advised to spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Quinalphos @ 2 ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of Maruca is noticed in late sown redgram. To control, Spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or
Novaluron @ 0.75 ml along with Dichlorvos @ 1.0 ml per litre of water.
Greengram and Blackgram
e Crop is from sowing to flowering stage
e Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in Greengram and Blackgram. To control adopt the following
measures
- Collect and destroy the egg masses
- Collect larvae along with the leaves and destroy
- Spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or Monocrotophos @ 1.6ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of Sucking Pests is noticed in Greengram and Blackgram. To control, spray
Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Fipronil @ 2 ml or Acetamiprid @ 0.2g per liter of water.
Yasangi Groundnut
e Crop is from vegetative to pod formation stage.
e Incidence of Tikka Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Groundnut. To control,
- As a prophylactic measure treat the seed with Tebuconazole @ 1g per kg of seed.
- Chlorothalonil @ 2 g or Tebuconazole @ 1ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of Collar Rot disease is noticed in Groundnut. To control, soil drench with Carbendazim +
Mancozeb @ 2g per liter of water around the affected plants.
¢ Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in Groundnut. To control,
- Collect and destroy the affected leaves




- Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre
- Spray 5% Neem oil to control early instar larvae.
- Insevere incidence spray Novaluron @ 1ml or Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml per liter of water.

Chilli

Crop is from flowering, fruit formation and picking stage.

Incidence of Fruit Rot is noticed in Chillies. To control spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or

Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Incidence of Powdery Mildew is noticed in chillies. To control, spray Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or

Azoxystrobin @ 1 ml or Tebuconazole + Sulphur @ 2.5 g or Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 1.5 g per

liter of water.

Incidence of Twig Blight is noticed in chillies. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g or

Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml or Captan + Hexaconazole @ 2 g per liter of water.

Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Novaluron @ 0.75ml or Spinosad @

0.25 ml or Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Incidence of Bacterial Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Copper-Oxy-

Chloride @ 3g + Streptocycline @ 0.1 g per liter of water twice at 10-15 days interval.

Incidence of Gemini virus is noticed in chillies. To control

= Advised to uproot the affected plants.

= Advised to remove the weeds in and around the fields.

= Arrange yellow sticky traps 8-10 per acre.

= Advised to spray Pyriproxyfen @ 1.5 ml or Pyriproxyfen + Fenpropathrin @ 1.0 ml per liter of
water.

Brinjal

To control shoot and fruit borer install 08-10 pheromone traps per acre followed by spraying of Neem
Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water as prevent measure. Pinching of shoot tips is also advised.
If incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Tomato

To control Spodoptera, Helicoverpa and Pin Worm.

= Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence

= As a preventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of
water.

= If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or Flubendiamide
@ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Mango

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Hoppers, Scale Insects and Powdery
Mildew in Mango. To control, spray Thiomethoxim @ 0.5g + Hexaconazole @ 2 ml + Neem Qil @
2.5 ml per liter of water.
