WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 24.02.2024(Saturday) TO 28.02.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During last three days, dry weather prevailed over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 33°C to 36°C and 16°C to 23°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the state during next
four days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 23.02.2024 to 0830 hrs of 27.02.2024) and dry weather may prevail
over different parts of the state during later one day (i.e., 0830 hrs of 27.02.2024 to 0830 hrs of
28.02.2024). The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 32°C to 40°C
and 15°C to 25°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Farmers can take up sowings of Greengram or Blackgram in the month of February after harvesting of
Cotton, Maize, Groundnut, Turmeric crop under bore well with 4-5 irrigations.

Rice

e Incidence of Sulphide Injury noticed in rice. To control, drain out the water from fields, then field should
be dried till it gets thin hairline cracks and irrigate the field again.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Leaf Blast disease in rice. To control, spray
Tricyclazole @ 0.6 g or Isoprothiolane @ 1.5 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions (low night temperatures) are congenial for the deficiency of Zinc in rice
main field. To correct the Zinc deficiency, spray Zinc Sulphate @ 2 g per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Borer in rice. To control, spray
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Tetraniliprole @ 0.5 ml per liter of water at booting stage, those who
are already applied Carbofuran 3G granules @ 10 kg per acre at Tiller Initiation to Tillering stage in
endemic areas.

Maize

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Sheath Blight in Maize due to high
temperature coupled with excess moisture in the soil. To control,

- Remove the affected basal leaves( 1 or 2)
- Spray Propiconazole @ 1 ml or Hexaconazole @ 2 ml or Validamycin @ 2 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Phosphorus deficiency is noticed in
Zero Tillage Maize. To control, spray 2% DAP twice at 5 days interval.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fall Army Worm in maize.

- To control spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water inside the
whorls.

- Farmers are advised to apply mixture of Sunnam (Calcium) + Sand (1:9 ratio) in the whorls of
maize plant at knee high stage to control the Fall Army Worm.

Sorghum

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial or the incidence of Fall Army Worm in Sorghum. To
control, spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Pink Stem Borer in sorghum. To
control, apply Carbofuran 3G Granules @ 4kg per acre in the whorls of the plants.



Greengram and Blackgram

e Prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Sucking Pests in Greengram and
Blackgram. To control,

- As a preventive measure install yellow sticky traps @ 10 per acre.
- If incidence is more spray Fipronil @ 2 ml or Acephate @ 1.5g per liter of water to avoid the
spread of the YVM.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Webber in Greengram and
Blackgram. To control, spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Quinalphos @ 2.5 ml or Chlorpyriphos @
2.5 ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial or the incidence of Powdery Mildew in Greengram and
Blackgram. To control, spray Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or Carbendazim @ 1g or Thiophanate Methyl
@ 1 g per liter of water twice at 10-15 days interval.

Bengalgram

e Incidence of Rizoctonia root rot may observe under moisture stress conditions. In some places
incidence was noticed. To control give light irrigation if water is available.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Wilt in Bengalgram. To control, soil
drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g per liter of water and spraying of 13-0-45 @ 5g per liter of
water.

Groundnut
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial or the incidence of Spodoptera in Groundnut. To control,
- Collect and destroy the affected leaves
- Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre
- Spray 5% Neem oil to control early instar larvae.
- Insevere incidence spray Novaluron @ 1ml or Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml per liter of water.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Rot in Groundnut. To control,
spray Hexaconazole @ 2 ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of Tikka Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Groundnut. To control, spray Chlorothalonil @ 2 g
or Tebuconazole @ 1ml per liter of water.

Sesamum
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of sucking pests in Sesamum. To control,
spray Acephate @ 1.0g or Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Chilli

e Prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in chillies. To control,
spray Acephate @ 1.5g or Fipronil @ 2 ml or Thiamethoxam @ 0.3g or Diafenthiuron @ 1 g per liter
of water to reduce the spread of viral diseases.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit Rot, Twig Blight and Wilt in
Chillies. To control spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or Mancozeb @ 2.59 or Propiconazole @ 1 ml
per liter of water.



Tomato

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Late Blight in tomato. To control,
spray Mancozeb @ 3g or Propiconazole @ 1ml per liter of water.

e Prevailing dry weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Tomato Spotted Wilt Virus in
Tomato. To control, uproot the affect plants and control Thrips by spraying Dimethoate @ 2 ml or
Methyl Demeton @ 2 ml per liter of water.

e Incidence of Pin Worm is noticed in Tomato. To control, spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin
Benzoate @ 0.4g or Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Cucurbits
e Warm weather conditions are congenial for the sowing of Cucurbits in the month of February.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Gummy Stem Blight in Cucurbits. To
control, spray Ridomil @ 2.5g or Azoxystrobin @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Papaya
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Foot Rot in Papaya. To control,
- Don’t give excess quantity of irrigation.
- lrrigate the crop based on water requirement.
- Soil drench with Ridomil @ 2.5g or Copper Oxy Chloride @ 3g per liter of water twice at 5days
interval or
- Advised to apply Pseudomonas @ 2liters + Trichoderma Harzianum @ 2liters per acre through
drip irrigation.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Ring Spot Virus in Papaya. To control,
spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Fipronil @ 2ml per liter of water.

Guava
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Spiraling whitefly in Guava. To
control,
- Keep yellow sticky traps near the affected plants.
- Prune the affected branches during initial stages and spray Neem Oil @ 5 ml per liter of water.
e Incidence of wilt is noticed in some orchards. Affected plants start drying from top to bottom. To
control, soil drench the trees with Carbendazim or Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Copper- Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g
per liter of water thrice at 10 days interval.

Mango

e Prevailing weather conditions (cools nights with high day temperatures) are congenial for the incidence
of powdery mildew in Mango. To control, spray Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or Hexaconazole @ 2 ml per
liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial to irrigate the mango orchards with 75% fruit set.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Hopper and Aphids in Mango. To
control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Imidacloprid @ 0.3 ml or Thiomethoxim @0.3 g at flower bud
initiation stage. If it at fruit initiation stage spray Acephate @ 1.5g or Dimethoate @ 2 ml per liter of
water.

e Prevailing weather conditions along with incidence of Hoppers, Aphids and Powdery Mildew with
moisture stress are congenial for the incidence of flower and fruit drop. To control fruit drop, spray 1%
Urea or Potassium Nitrate (13-0-45) twice at 20 days interval at lemon fruit size stage.
