Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at few places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 32°C to 41°C and 23°C to 29°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the state
during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 32°C to 42°C and 20°C to 29°C respectively.

Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40
kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli,
Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Mahabubabad,
Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri
districts of Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally districts of
Telangana.

Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40
kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna
Sirsilla, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40
kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Mahabubnagar,
Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of
Telangana.



Day 5:  Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40

kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak,
Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Southwest monsoon has entered some parts over Telangana state on 03™ June and covered
entire Telangana on 12" June.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not to
stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.
In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water
bodies, electric poles and wires.

Take-Up sowing of rainfed crops like Cotton, Soybean, Maize, Jowar, Redgram, Greengram,
Cotton etc., only after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm
in heavy soils or the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after start of South-West monsoon
rains in the State.

Treat the seeds of Groundnut, Soybean, Jowar, Greengram, Redgram and Blackgram before
sowing.

Rice

Under assured irrigation farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of medium duration (130-
135 days) or short duration (120-125 days) varieties.

Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3CG granules @ 800 g per acre of nursery one
week before pulling of the nursery.

Month of June is not optimum for raising paddy nurseries using Telangana Sona (RNR 15048)
variety.

Keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast disease during the crop
season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

Spray Cyhalofop-P butyl 10% EC 7.5ml in 5 liters of water at 15 DAS to control Echinochloa as
it mimics the rice crop.

Cotton

Optimum sowing window is up to July 20" without any yield reduction

Sow the crop on ridge and furrow method to conserve the moisture by selecting suitable BT
varieties.

This method also helps to remove the excess water from the fields.

As a preventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in Cotton, install 5 yellow and 5 blue sticky
traps per acre to control sucking pests.



Maize

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 15" with medium and long duration varieties (90-100
days and 100-120 days) without any yield reduction.

e Sow the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess moisture stress during the
vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking stage.

¢ Initiate the control measures against Fall Army Worm within 15 days after sowing.

e Apply 1/3™ of Nitrogen in the last ploughing.

Sorghum

e Optimum sowing window is up to June 30"

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Redgram.

Castor

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 15%.

Redgram

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 15" without any yield reduction.

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Cotton, Maize, Jowar, Soybean,
Greengram and Blackgram.

e Seed should be treated with Captan @ 2.5g or Thiram @ 3g + Trichoderma Viride @ 10g per
kg seed to protect the crop from seed or soil borne fungi.

Greengram and Blackgram

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 15%,

e Crop can be sown either as sole crop or intercrop with Cotton and Redgram.

o Take the Greengram as catch crop to preceding rice in areas where the release of water is
delayed.

e As apreventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in Greengram/Blackgram, install 5 yellow and
5 blue sticky traps per acre to control sucking pests.

Soybean

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 1% week without any yield reduction.

e Light soils with assured irrigation are also suitable for soybean cultivation.

e Use Broad Bed Furrow (BBF) method of sowing to reduce seed rate, cost of sowing, with
uniform germination and finally to get higher yields.

e By this method the crop can with stand moisture stress and at the same time furrows are useful
to remove excess water from the fields.

e Asapreventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in soyabean, install 5 yellow and 5 white sticky
traps per acre to control stem fly and whitefly.

e To prevent stem girdler in soybean, spray Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ 5 ml in 1 liters of water.

Vegetables

e Ifincidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ 5 ml in 1
liters of water.



e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To control, spray
Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice in 15 days interval.

Sweet Orange / Citrus

e Dug the pit size of 60 cm (Length, Width and Breadth) and filled the pit with soil after mixing
5 kg FYM, 1kg SSP and 100g of Chlorpyriphos.

e Plant the orchard with quality planting material.

e To control Citrus canker in citrus, Spray Streptocycline @ 1 gram and copper oxy chloride
@30 grams per 10 liters of water at 20 days interval for 2-3 times.

Sugarcane

e In four months old crop (June — July) earthing up should be carried out. This will protect the
crop from lodging due to heavy rains and stormy/gusty winds.

Mango

e Farmers are advised to go for pruning of dried, diseased and crisscross branches 2-4 weeks
after final harvest to allow the proper ventilation and distribution of solar radiation.

e Back pruning of previous year fruiting branches and go for spraying of Copper-Oxy-Chloride
@ 3 g per liter of water.

e Advised to collect the rotten fruits and fallen leaves and burn them outside the mango orchard.
