WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 17.07.2024(Wednesday) TO 21.07.2024 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, very heavy to heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to
moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum
and minimum temperatures ranged between 27°C to 35°C and 21°C to 26°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at most places over different parts of the state
during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 26°C to 36°C and 21°C to 24°C respectively.

Warnings:

Day 1: Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad,
Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Jangaon districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.

Day2:Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial,
Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Nalgonda, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet districts of
Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.

Day 3: Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places , Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu,
Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Mahabubabad districts of Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at a FEW places in Adilabad, Nirmal, Nizamabad,
Nalgonda, Suryapet, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Mahabubnagar, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana

Day4: Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Khammam, Mahabubabad districts of Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at a FEW places in Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna
Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon,
Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.



Day 5: Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem districts of Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at a FEW places in Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Khammam, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Vikarabad,
Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not to
stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water
bodies, electric poles and wires.

e Take-Up sowing of rainfed crops like Cotton, Maize, Redgram, Greengram, Cotton etc., only
after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm in heavy soils or
the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after start of South-West monsoon rains in the State.

e Treat the seeds of Groundnut, Greengram, Redgram and Blackgram before sowing.

Rice

e Sow the dry directed seeded rice in districts of Northern and Central Telangana Zones
having high rainfall.

e Under assured irrigation farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of short duration (120-125
days) varieties.

e Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3CG granules @ 800 g per acre of nursery one
week before pulling of the nursery.

e Optimum time to transplant long duration varieties with 25 days old seedlings.

e After transplanting form alleyways at 2mtrs interval to allow the free flow of the air and other
natural resources, to control BPH and also help the farmer to take up the other management
practices like fertilizer and pesticide application.

e As a preventive measure application of Carbofuran 3CG @ 10 kg per acre to control
Stem Borer and Gall midge within 10 to 15 days after transplanting.

e Keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast disease during the crop
season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

e Spray Cyhalofop-P butyl 10% EC 7.5ml in 5 liters of water at 15 DAS to control Echinochloa as
it mimics the rice crop.

Cotton

e Optimum sowing window is up to July 20" without any yield reduction

e Sow the crop on ridge and furrow method to remove the excess water from the fields and also
to conserve the moisture.

e Incidence of Sucking Pests was noticed in cotton. Advised to go for stem application of
Monocrotophos + Water at 30 and 45 days after sowing in the ratio of 1:4.



e As a preventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in Cotton, install 5 yellow and 5 blue sticky
traps per acre to control sucking pests.

e Top dressing of first dose of Nitrogen and Potassic fertilizers is recommended at 20 DAS
whenever there is soil moisture.

Maize
e Take up the sowing of maize with short duration varieties up to July 31% without any yield
reduction.

e Sow the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess moisture stress during the
vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking stage.

e Initiate preventive control measure against Fall Army Worm within 15 days after sowing
with Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ S ml in 1 liters of water.

¢ Install the pheromone traps to monitoring pest (FAW).

e Apply 1/3™ of Nitrogen, entire Phosphorus and half of the Potassic fertilizer during the last
ploughing.

Sorghum
e Incidence of Shoot fly is noticed in Jowar. To control, spray Carbosulfan @ 2 ml per liter
of water.

e Incidence of Stem Borer is noticed in Sorghum. To control apply 4 kg of Carbofuran 3CG
granules in whorls of the plants.
Greengram and Blackgram

e Asapreventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in Greengram/Blackgram, install 5 yellow and
5 blue sticky traps per acre to control sucking pests.

Soybean

e As apreventive measure, 2 weeks after sowing in soybean, install 5 yellow and 5 white sticky
traps per acre to control stem fly and whitefly.

e To prevent stem girdler in soybean, spray Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ 5 ml in 1 liters of water.

Groundnut

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Collar Rot in groundnut.
To control, soil drench with Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2 g per liter of water.

Vegetables

e Ifincidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ 5 ml in 1
liters of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for Leaf spot in vegetable crops. To control, spray
Carbendazim @ 1 g or Propiconazole @1 ml per liter of water twice in 15 days interval.

e Take up sowings of Gourds (Ridge Gourd / Snake Gourd / Bitter Gourd etc.,).

e Take up the nursery of Chillies, Tomato, Brinjal and Marigold on raised beds to avoid damping
off.

Sweet Orange / Citrus

e Dug the pit size of 60 cm (Length, Width and Breadth) and filled the pit with soil after mixing
5 kg FYM, 1kg SSP and 100g of Chlorpyriphos.

e Plant the orchard with quality planting material.

e To control Citrus canker in citrus, Spray Streptocycline @ 1 gram and copper oxy chloride
@30 grams per 10 liters of water at 20 days interval for 2-3 times.



Sugarcane
e In four months, old crop (June — July) earthing up should be carried out. This will protect the
crop from lodging due to heavy rains and stormy/gusty winds.
Mango
e Farmers are advised to go for pruning of dried, diseased and crisscross branches 2-4 weeks
after final harvest to allow the proper ventilation and distribution of solar radiation.
e Back pruning of previous year fruiting branches and go for spraying of Copper-Oxy-Chloride
@ 3 g per liter of water.
e Advised to collect the rotten fruits and fallen leaves and burn them outside the mango orchard.
Livestock
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
