WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 24.07.2024(Wednesday) TO 28.07.2024 (Sunday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy to very heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light
to moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 24°C to 31°C and 20°C to 25°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the
state during next 24 days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 23.07.2024 to 08.30 hrs of 24.07.2024)
and light to moderate rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over
different parts of the state during later four days (i.e., from 08.30 hrs of 24.07.2024 to
08.30 hrs of 28.07.2024). The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 25°C to 36°C and 19°C to 25°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Drain out excess water from the fields in areas received heavy rainfall.

Rice

e Long duration varieties of 50 days old seedlings can be transplanted after clipping the
leaf tips with 5-6 seedlings per hill under delayed transplanting due to lack of water.
If sufficient time is not available to raise the nursery, direct seeding of short duration
varieties under puddle conditions (Wet DSR) is recommended with recommended
water and weed management practices.
Under assured irrigation farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of short duration (120-
125 days) varieties.
Optimum time to transplant medium and short duration varieties is 25 and 21 days old
seedlings respectively.
Farmers are advised to apply the Carbofuran 3CG granules @ 800 g per acre of nursery one
week before pulling of the nursery.
After transplanting form alleyways at 2mtrs interval to allow the free flow of the air and
other natural resources, to control BPH and also help the farmer to take up the other
management practices like fertilizer and pesticide application.
As a preventive measure application of Carbofuran 3CG @ 10 kg per acre to control Stem
Borer and Gall midge within 10 to 15 days after transplanting.
Keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast disease during the
crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

Cotton

e In view of the available soil moisture condition advice to top dressing of first and second
of Nitrogen and Potassic fertilizers is recommended at 20 DAS and 40 DAS.
Prevailing excess moisture conditions are congenial for the incidence of Para Wilt in
cotton. To control, soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water
twice at weekly interval and foliar spray of Multi-k (13:0:45) or Urea @ 10 g per liter
of water twice at weekly interval.

Maize

e Drain out excess water for the fields to control the yellowing of the maize crop.

e Take up the sowing of maize with short duration varieties up to July 315t without any
yield reduction.




e Sow the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess moisture stress during
the vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking stage.

e Inearly sown maize, open dead furrows in early sown rainfed maize at knee high stage
to conserve the moisture and make it available longer period for the crop after
receding of the excess soil moisture.

e In view of the available soil moisture, apply second dose of 1/3™ of Nitrogen at knee high
stage under moist condition in rainfed maize.

Redgram

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of iron deficiency. To
control, drain out excess water from the fields and spray Annabedhi @ 2-5g per liter
along with Citric Acid @ 1 g per liter of water twice at 5 days interval after cessation
of rains.

Soybean

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Root Rot in Soybean.
To control, drench the soil with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.

e In view of the received heavy rains, wherever Intercultivation is not possible, spray
Imazethapyr 10% SL @ 250 ml or Imazethapyr + Imazamox @ 40 g in 200 liters of
water per acre to control Grasses and Broad-Leaved weeds in 2-3 leaf stage of the
weeds.

Groundnut

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of iron deficiency. To
control, drain out excess water from the fields and spray Annabedhi @ 2-5g per liter
along with Citric Acid @ 1 g per liter of water twice at 5 days interval after cessation
of rains.

Vegetables

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of damping off in nursery
beds. To control, drench the soil with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g per liter of water.

Sugarcane

e Open the trenches in water logged areas due to heavy rains and remove the excess
water through drainage channels.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent

the diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
