Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts
of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 30°C to 36°C and 22°C
to 27°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains
or thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the state during
next two days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 16.08.2024 to 08.30 hrs of 18.08.2024) and light to
moderate rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the
state during later three days (i.e., from 08.30 hrs of 18.08.2024 to 08.30 hrs of 21.08.2024).
The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 28°C to 37°C and 22°C
to 26°C respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next two days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the crop fields.
In view of heavy rainfall forecast for the next two days, temporarily postpone the spraying
of chemicals in the agricultural fields.
Drain out excess water from the fields in areas received heavy rainfall.




In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not
to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under
trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water
bodies, electric poles and wires.
