FROM DATE: 07.09.2024(Saturday) TO 11.09.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places and heavy rains
at few places and light to moderate rains occurred at most places over different parts of
the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 23°C to 31°C and
18°C to 25°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the
state during next 24 hours (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 06.09.2024 to 0830 hrs of 07.09.2024)
and light to moderate rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over
different parts of the state during later four days (i.e., from 0830 hrs of 07.09.2024 to
0830 hrs of 11.09.2024). The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 27°C to 35°C and 21°C to 25°C respectively.

Warnings:

Day 1: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 2: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 3:Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places Karimnagar, Peddapalli,

Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Warangal and Hanamkonda districts of
Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad,
Mancherial, Nirmal, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu,
Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda,
Jangaon, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool,
Wanaparthy, Narayanpet and Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.

Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally and Mulugu districts of
Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places Adilabad, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places of Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad,
Mancherial, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Mahabubabad,
Warangal, Hanamkonda and Jangaon districts of Telangana.

Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad, and Mancherial districts of Telangana.




Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places Nirmal, Nizamabad,
Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu and Bhadradri Kothagudem districts of
Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places of Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad,
Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Mahabubabad, Warangal and Hanamkonda districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Drain out excess water from the fields in areas received heavy rainfall.

Advised to go for staking of the tomato plants to prevent lodging and to maintain
fruit quality.

In view of heavy rainfall forecast farmers are advised to provide drainage channels
to drain out excess water from the crop fields.

In view of heavy rainfall forecast farmers are advised to temporarily postpone the
spraying of chemicals in the agricultural fields.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are
advised not to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to
take shelter under trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from
water bodies, electric poles and wires.
