FROM DATE: 19.10.2024(Saturday) TO 23.10.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different
parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 28°C to
35°C and 20°C to 25°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the
state during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to
range between 27°C to 34°C and 20°C to 25°C respectively.

Day 1: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds(30-40)kmph very likely
to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Jagtial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Siddipet, Rangareddy, Hyderabad,
Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar,
Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds(30-40)kmph very likely
to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Jagtial, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri
districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40) kmph very likely
to occur at isolated places in ALL the districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds(30-40)kmph very likely
to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet,
Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

South west monsoon has withdrawal over Telangana on 15" October 2024.

Transport the harvested produce to the safe places.
Postpone the transportation of the harvested produce to the market.
Cover the agriculture produce with tarpaulins in the markets.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are
advised not to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to
take shelter under trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from
water bodies, electric poles and wires.

Advised to continue the sowings of Groundnut (Southern Telangana), Safflower,
Bengalgram, Mustard and Maize up to November 15,

Farmers are advised to apply entire dose of Phosphorus and recommended dose of Nitrogen
and Potassium as basal at the time of sowings.




Farmers are advised to store the seed in gunny bags @ 10-12% moisture or in
polythene bags @ 7% moisture and stake them on wooden planks in well ventilated
areas.

Paddy

Farmers are advised to spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Tetraniliprole @ 0.5
ml per liter of water at booting stage, those who are already applied Carbofuran 3G
granules @ 10 kg per acre at Tiller Initiation stage in endemic areas.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Panicle Mite in rice.
To control, spray Dicofol @ 5 ml or Spiromesifen @ 1 ml per liter of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BLB in rice.
Advised not to apply nitrogen fertilizers temporarily and drain out the water from
the fields also. Advised to spray Plantomycin @ 2 g + Copper Oxy Chloride @ 30
g or Agrimycin 4g + Copper-Oxy-Chloride 30 g per 10 liters of water.

Incidence of Leaf Folder is noticed in Rice. To control, spray Cartap Hydrochloride
@ 2 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Flubendiamide @ 0.1 ml per litre of water.
Incidence of Zinc Deficiency was observed in Rice. To control, spray Zinc Sulphate
@ 2 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BPH in rice. To
control spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Dinotefuron @ 0.4 g per liter of water if incidence
is less.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Sheath Blight in
rice. To control, spray Hexaconazole @ 2 ml or Propiconazole @ 1 ml or
Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin 75 WG @ 0.4g per liter of water.

Cotton

In view of the continuous rains Para Wilt was observed in cotton. To control,
remove excess water from the field and spray 13-0-45 @ 10 g per liter and
simultaneously soil drenching with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter twice at 2-
3 days interval.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Jassids and Thrips
in cotton. If incidence is very low advised to go for spraying of Neem oil 1500ppm
@ 5 ml. If incidence is severe spray Fipronil @ 2 ml or Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or
Flonicamid @ 0.3g or Sulfoxaflor @ 0.75ml per liter along with Neem Oil 1500
ppm @ 5 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Alternaria Leaf
Spot and Stem Blight / Cercospora Leaf Spot in cotton. To control spray,
Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml or Pyraclostrobin +
Metiram @ 3 g per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Pink Boll Worm in
cotton. To control



» Erect pheromone traps @ 8-10 per acre for mass trapping or erect 4 pheromone
traps per acre to monitor the moth population.

= Initiate the control measures, if 7-8 no. of moth catches for 2-3 consecutive days
observed.

* Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

= Spraying should be done before 10 am or after 4 pm in the evening.

e Incidence of Tobacco Streak Virus is noticed in cotton. To control, spray

= Advised to clean the Parthenium before flowering.

= By controlling the Thrips we can avoid spread of virus.

* To control the Thrips spray 1500 PPM Neem Oil @ 5ml + Fipronil @ 2.0ml or
Acetamiprid @ 0.2g per liter of water twice in a week by altering the chemicals
at the bottom of the plants.

e Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in cotton. To control,

* Manually collect and destroy egg masses and newly emerged larvae

= Initial stage advised to spray 5% NSKE

*= Advised to spray Novaluron @ 1 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.5g or
Flubendiamide @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Maize

e Incidence of Fall Army Worm observed in Maize. To control, spray
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water around the
whorls.

Redgram
e To control Helicoverpa in Redgram, adopt the following measures
= Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre to facilitate picking up of larvae
= Arrange 4 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the pest
= Spray 5 % NSKE to kill the eggs and early instar larvae
= At initial stages advised to spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Quinalphos @ 2 ml per
liter of water.
e Incidence of Leaf Webber is noticed in Redgram. To control, spray Monocrotophos
@ 1.6 ml or Quinalphos @ 2.5 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Groundnut
e Incidence of Tikka Leafspot is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray
Tebuconazole @ 1.0 ml or Chlorothalonil @ 2.0 g per liter of water.

Chillies
e Incidence of Blossom midge is noticed in Chillies. To prevent, spray Neem oil@5
ml per litre of water or to control spray Carbosulfan@1.6 ml per litre of water.



Incidence of Fruit Rot is noticed in Chillies. To control spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride

@ 3 g or Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Incidence of Helicoverpa is noticed in chillies. To control, spray Flubendiamide +

Thiacloprid @ 0.5 ml or Emamectin Benzoate + Fipronil @ 1.2 ml per liter of water.

Incidence of Powdery Mildew is noticed in chillies. To control, spray Wettable

Sulphur @ 3 g or Azoxystrobin @ 1 ml or Tebuconazole + Sulphur @ 2.5 g or

Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 1.5 g per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in chillies.

To control,

= Install sticky traps of Yellow, Blue and Red 8-10 per acre

= Spray Thiacloprid @ 2ml or Chlorfenapyr @ 2ml or Tolfenpyrad @ 2.5 ml or
Diafenthiuron (Pegasus) @ 1.2 g along with Neem Oil 1500 PPM @ 5ml per
liter of water.

Tomato

Incidence of Early Blight is noticed. To control, spray Mancozeb @ 3 g or
Propiconazole @ Iml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit Rot in Tomato.
To control, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2.5g per liter of water during initial
stages.

Turmeric

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of rhizome rot disease
in Turmeric. To control, soil drench with Mefenoxam and Mancozeb @2.5g or
Captan (@ 2g or Copper Oxy Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.

September and October months are congenial for the occurrence of Rhizome fly in
Turmeric. As a preventive measure apply 100 kg of Neem Cake powder per acre in
between the rows.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Spots in
Turmeric. To control, spray Thiophanate Methyl @ 1.0g or Propiconazole @ 1ml
or Hexaconazole @ 2ml along with Sandovit or Dhanuvit (@ 1ml per liter of water.

Sweet Orange

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Mangu Mite in

Sweet Orange. To control, spray Wettable Sulphur @ 3 g or Dicofol @ 3 ml or

Propargite @ 1ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are highly congenial for the incidence of Canker in

Sweet Orange. To control,

- Prune the affected twigs and leaves and burn them.

- Spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30g + Streptocycline @ 1g per 10 liters of
water.



Mango

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Webber in
Mango. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2ml or Acephate @ 1.5g per liter of
water.
