WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 30.11.2024(Saturday) TO 04.12.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, dry weather prevailed over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 27°C to 31°C and 10°C to 18°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, dry weather
may prevail over different parts of the state during next 24 hours and light to moderate
rains may occur at isolated places on 30.11.2024, at few places on 01.12.2024 to
02.12.2024 and at isolated places 03.12.2024 over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 27°C to 32°C and
10°C to 22°C respectively.

Warnings:

Day 1:Cold wave conditions likely to prevail at isolated pockets in Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad districts of Telangana.

Day 2: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty wind (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, and Hanamkonda
districts of Telangana.

Day 3: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty wind (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda,
Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad,
Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy,
Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.

Day 4: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty wind (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda,
Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri districts of
Telangana.

Day 5:Nil

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast, farmers are advised to observe the

cloud conditions and cover the produce with tarpaulins to protect from rains.
Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or to the market cover with
tarpaulins.
Apply Phosphorus as basal application only and for oil seeds apply phosphorus in
the form of single super phosphate as it contains calcium and sulphur in addition to
the phosphorus which helps in increasing the seed weight and oil content and it
leads to higher crop yields.




e Farmers are advised to take up the sowings of Groundnut and Cowpea up to
November 30" using quality seed.

e Farmers are advised to take up the sowings of Blackgram and Greengram up to
December 10" using quality seed.

e Farmers are advised to take up the sowings of Maize, Jowar and Sunflower up to
December 31% using quality seed.

Paddy

e Farmers are advised to take up rice nursery sowings between November 15" to
December 10" using quality seed.

e Low temperatures may cause cold injury in rice nurseries. To overcome cold
injury and for better nursery growth, adopt the following measures.

- Cover the nursery beds with polythene sheet during night and remove in the
morning.

- Let out the water from the nursery bed in the morning followed by irrigate the
nursery bed with fresh water.

- Apply well decomposed poultry / sheep manure @ 2 Quintals at the time of
land preparation and apply 1 kg Nitrogen 2 kg Phosphorus and 1 kg Potassium
per 200 Sq Mtrs area at the time of sowing.

e Prevailing weather conditions (low night temperatures) are congenial for the
deficiency of Zinc in rice nursery. To correct the Zinc deficiency, spray Zinc
Sulphate @ 2 g per liter of water.

Maize

e Prevailing low night temperatures reduces the availability of Phosphorus and leads
to turning of leaves in to purple colour in Maize. If phosphorus deficiency
symptoms observed spray 19-19-19 or DAP @ 10 g per liter of water.

e Incidence of Fall Army Worm observed in Maize.  To control, spray
Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water around the
whorls.

Redgram

e To control Helicoverpa in Redgram, adopt the following measures
= Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre to facilitate picking up of larvae
= Arrange 4 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the pest
= Spray 5 % NSKE to kill the eggs and early instar larvae
= At initial stages advised to spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Quinalphos @ 2 ml per

liter of water.

e Incidence of Leaf Webber is noticed in Redgram. To control, spray
Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Quinalphos @ 2.5 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per
liter of water.

Groundnut

e Incidence of Leaf Miner is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray Chlorpyriphos
@ 2.5 ml or Acephate @ 1.5g per liter of water.



e Incidence of Tikka Leafspot is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray
Tebuconazole @ 1.0 ml or Chlorothalonil @ 2.0 g per liter of water.

¢ Incidence of Spodoptera is noticed in Groundnut. To control,

- Collect and destroy the affected leaves

- Arrange 10-15 bird perches per acre

- Spray 5% Neem oil to control early instar larvae.

- In severe incidence spray Novaluron @ 1ml or Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml per
liter of water.

Chickpea

e Incidence of Macrophomina Wilt is noticed in Chickpea. To control, soil drench
with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water twice at 5-7 days interval.

Chillies

e Incidence of Thrips is noticed in chillies. To control, spray Acephate @ 1.5g or
Fipronil @ 2 ml or Thiamethoxam @ 0.3g or Diafenthiuron @ 1 g per liter of
water.

e Incidence of Mites (downward curling) is noticed in chillies. To control, spray
Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or Diafenthiuron @ 1.5 g Spiromesifen @ 1 ml or
Fenpropathrin @ 0.34 ml per liter of water.

e Incidence of Coneophora Twig Blight is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray
Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 3 g per liter of water.

Tomato

e |f incidence of Wilt / Damping off is noticed in Tomato, drench nursery bed with
Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water twice at 5-7 days interval.

e Incidence of Jassids and Thrips is noticed in Tomato. To control, spray Fipronil @
2ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water.

Brinjal

e To control sucking pests in brinjal, advised to spray Neem oil @ 5 ml per liter of
water in the main field.

e To control shoot and fruit borer install 08-10 pheromone traps per acre followed by
spraying of Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water as prevent measure.
Pinching of shoot tips is also advised. If incidence is more spray Flubendiamide
@ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Turmeric

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Rhizome fly in
Turmeric. As a preventive measure apply 100 kg of Neem Cake powder per acre
in between the rows.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Rhizome Rot
disease in Turmeric. To control, soil drench with Mefenoxam and Mancozeb
@2.5g or Captan @ 2g or Copper Oxy Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.



Sweet Orange
e Prevailing weather conditions are highly congenial for the incidence of Canker in
Sweet Orange. To control,
- Prune the affected twigs and leaves and burn them.
- Spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30g + Streptocycline @ 1g per 10 liters of
water.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Citrus Leaf Miner
in Sweet Orange. As prophylactic measure, spray Neem Oil @ 5 ml per liter of
water. If incidence is severe spray Profenophos @ 1.5 ml per liter of water.
