WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 04.01.2025(Saturday) TO 08.01.2025 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, dry weather prevailed over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 28°C to 34°C and 10°C to 20°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, dry weather may
prevail over different parts of the state during next five days. The maximum and
minimum temperatures are likely to range between 28°C to 32°C and 08°C to 18°C
respectively.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
Recommended to apply 20 kg of Zinc Sulphate per acre rice mono cropping area either
after every three season of Rice or during Yasangi (Rabi).
Advised to remove the cotton crop in the month of December and take up the sowing of
either Sesamum or Sunflower or Maize or Vegetable under assured irrigation.
Make the cotton stalks into small pieces by using cotton Shredder.
Apply Phosphatic fertilizers as basal only. For oil seeds apply phosphorus in the form of
single super phosphate as it contains calcium and sulphur in addition to the phosphorus
which helps to increase the seed weight and oil content.
Paddy
e Most of the places in the State experienced less than 15°C. Prevailing low temperatures
may cause cold injury in rice nurseries. To overcome cold injury and for better nursery
growth, adopt the following measures.
Cover the nursery beds with polythene sheets or empty urea bags erected with iron rods
or bamboo sticks during night and remove in the morning.
For better nursery growth, apply 1 kg urea along with Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2 g
at 10-12 days after sowing.
Let out the water from the nursery bed in the morning followed by irrigate the nursery
bed with fresh water.
Apply well decomposed poultry / sheep manure @ 2 Quintals at the time of land
preparation and apply 1 kg Nitrogen 2 kg Phosphorus and 1 kg Potassium per 200 Sq
Mtrs area at the time of sowing.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Zinc Deficiency in Rice.
To control, spray Zinc Sulphate @ 2 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Rot disease in Rice.
To control spray Propiconazole @ 1 ml or Hexaconazole @ 2 ml per liter of water.
In view of incidence of stem borer in rice main field, apply Carbofuran 3G @ 1 kg/200
sg.m (5 cents) to rice nurseries one week before pulling nursery. As a preventive measure
advised to apply 10 kg of Carbofuran 3G granules at 15 days after transplanting in the main
field to control Stem Borer and Gall Midge.
Maize
e Prevailing low night temperatures reduces the availability of Phosphorus and leads to turning
of leaves in to purple colour in Maize. If phosphorus deficiency symptoms observed spray
19-19-19 or DAP @ 10 g per liter of water.
e Incidence of Fall Army Worm is observed in maize.




= To control spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water
inside the whorls.
= Farmers are advised to apply mixture of Sunnam (Calcium) + Sand (1:9 ratio) in the
whorls of maize plant at knee high stage to control the Fall Army Worm.
Sorghum
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fall Army Worm in
Sorghum vegetative stage. To control, spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Emamectin
Benzoate @ 0.4 per liter of water.

Redgram

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Maruca in late sown
Redgram. To control, Spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or Novaluron @ 0.75 ml along with
Dichlorvos @ 1.0 ml per litre of water.

Bengalgram

e Crop is from vegetative to flowering stage.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Wilt in Bengalgram. To
control, soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g per liter of water and spraying of 13-
0-45 @ 59 per liter of water.

e Incidence of Rizoctonia root rot may observe under moisture stress conditions. In some
places incidence was noticed. To control give light irrigation if water is available.

Groundnut

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Tikka Leafspot in
groundnut. To control, spray Tebuconazole @ 1.0 ml or Chlorthalonil @ 2.0 g per liter of
water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Bud Necrosis in groundnut.
To control, spray Thiamethoxam @ 0.5 g per liter of water.

Safflower
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Aphids in November sown
crop. To control spray Acetamiprid @ 0.2g per liter of water.

Greengram and Blackgram

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Powdery Mildew in
Greengram and Blackgram. To control, spray Myclobutanil @ 0.5g or Carbendazim @ 1
g per liter of water twice at 10-15 days interval.

e Incidence of Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus is noticed. If few plants affected then advised to
up root the affected plants.
= |nstall 10 yellow sticky traps per acre.
= |Initially advised to spray Neem oil @ 5ml per liter of water.
= To control further spread advised to spray Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or Diafenthiuron @ 1.5

g per litre of water to control the insect vector.



Rabi Castor

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Spodoptera in Rabi Castor.
To control, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml or Novaluron @ 1 ml or Profenophos @ 2 ml
per liter of water.

Chillies

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Black Thrips in Chillies at
flowering stage. Install 20 blue colored sticky traps per acre to capture these insects. To
control spray Beauveria Bassiana 5g or Spinotorum @ 0.9ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in Chillies. To
control, spray Acephate @ 1.5g or Fipronil @ 2 ml or Thiamethoxam @ 0.3g or
Diafenthiuron @ 1 g per liter of water.

Incidence of Bacterial Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Chillies. To control, spray Copper-
Oxy-Chloride @ 3g + Streptocycline @ 0.1 g per liter of water twice at 10-15 days interval.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of the following pests and
diseases in Chillies.

To control Dieback and Fruit Rot in Chillies, spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or
Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Mites in Chillies. To
control, spray Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or Diafenthiuron @ 1.5 g Spiromesifen @ 1 ml
or Fenpropathrin @ 0.34 ml per liter of water.

To control Coneophora Twig Blight in Chillies, spray Pyraclostrobin + Metiram @ 3 g per
liter of water.

Tomato

Incidence of Early Blight is noticed. To control, spray Mancozeb @ 3 g or Propiconazole

@ 1ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Helicoverpa and Pin

Worm in Tomato. To control,

= Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence

= Asapreventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 20000 PPM @ 3 ml per
liter of water.

= If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g or
Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Jassids and Thrips in

Tomato. To control, spray Fipronil @ 2ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water.

Brinjal

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of sucking pests in brinjal.
To control spray Neem oil @ 5 ml per liter of water in the main field.

To control the incidence of shoot and fruit borer install 08-10 pheromone traps per acre
followed by spraying of Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water as prevent measure.
Pinching of shoot tips is also advised. If incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25
ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Mango

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Hoppers and Powdery
Mildew in Mango. To control,

e Remove the weeds and keep the orchards clean

o Install 40 yellower sticky traps per acre



e Spray Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml + Azadirachtin 1500 PPM @ 5ml + Hexaconazole @ 2
ml per liter of water at flowering stage.
e Management practice for better flowering in Mango.
= Spray Mono Potassium Phosphate (00-52-34) @ 5 g + Formula - 4 @ 2 g + Planofix @
0.1 ml per liter of water.
= [Irrigate the orchard until synchronous flowering.
= Avoid pesticide spray during pollination.
Sugarcane
e Incidence of early shoot borer is noticed in Sugarcane. To control,
e Spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.75ml per liter of water.
e Release parasitic complex Trichogramma Chelonis @ 20,000 per acre 4 times at 30
days interval after transplanting.
