 Functional diversity is more important than species diversity in functioning of on 
ecosystem. 
 

 Simpson index describe the species richness in soil. 
 

 There is a need for mapping soils based on biodiversity beneath the soil viz., 
bacteria, fungi, actinomycetes under different ecological conditions.
